What is the nature of the spiritual fight today?
The nature of the spiritual fight today is quite different from that in the past. For instance, in the time of Communism there was heavy persecution of Christians, often even bloody one, yet compared with the spiritual fight today it did little good to the domain of darkness. Though the enemy did manage to drag some into apostasy from the faith, there was still a high percentage of those who did not betray and were ready even to lay down their lives for the sake of Christ. The main difference between the spiritual fight in the past and today is that at that time everybody could recognize clearly who was the enemy, and if somebody betrayed, his betrayal was manifest. Today the enemy’s tactics is completely different. That is why it is so important for every Christian to have clear orientation and to be aware what the nature of the spiritual fight is today.
The tactics of the enemy is mainly that it must not be clear who is who. It must also be concealed what his fighting maneuvers are. The result of the fight then is no manifest individual failure or a concrete betrayal; today the result of the fight is a covert mass betrayal, and that within the Church, and what is more the individual person does not even consider it a betrayal, but rather a success, e.g. in the form of Church career. 
In the past the shepherds protected the sheep and fought against the wolves. If the shepherd made a compromise or betrayed, for example in the time of Communism, all could recognize it at once. Evil was called evil and good was called good, a traitor was called a traitor and a shepherd was called a shepherd. Today the situation is quite different. If a converted Christian listens to the voice of conscience and wants to follow Christ in earnest, he suddenly comes into unexpected and incomprehensible conflict with the one whom he regarded as shepherd and not wolf – with his priest, bishop, superior, confessor and with the official Church circles in general – this is in fact the so-called antipapal structure holding power in the Church. However, the converted Christian knows nothing about the existence of this covert antistructure. And what does this structure demand from him? Some open evil? No! Virtue. This puts man in confusion. It demands from him the virtue of obedience, and even the Christian virtue – faith. This converted Christian has to believe that the Church superior was chosen by the Holy Spirit and that by obeying him he does the will of God etc. etc. This superior uses pious phrases with such vehemence and conviction that if one contradicts him, one looks as if man of no faith, obedience or humility. 
Because the converted Christian cannot orientate himself in the spiritual fight today, he wants to be obedient, show respect for the Church authority and confide in all in whom he confided before his conversion as in religious persons. What happens? In his good effort to attain his own so-called Christian perfection – that means obedience and subordination to the Church superiors – he is spiritually killed. How is it manifested? He has to change the thinking according to the current trend in the Church, that means, to adopt the antichristian thinking – a different gospel and a different spirit. Then he is included in a covert mass betrayal of Christ.
The situation in the Church today is similar to that in Israel in the time of the first coming of Christ: The official hierarchy included in the antipapal structure has the same spirit of death as the high priests, Pharisees and Sadducees. The whole Sanhedrim was united by one aim – to kill Jesus. How did they condemn Him? Officially, professedly according to the law of God. And then they officially extorted crucifixion. But where are now the souls of those high priests? Jesus said about them that they had taken hold of the keys of God’s kingdom, and did not enter themselves... So they are not in heaven. That official hierarchy did not enter the kingdom of God but officially ended up in hell together with those who obeyed it. 

The Sanhedrim never confessed officially that Jesus was the Son of God. If somebody had thought that he would believe in Jesus only after their official confession, he would not have lived to see that time. Behind the official structure of the high priests there was a completely different spirit. The present official hierarchy has the spirit of HCT and the spirit of regard for pagan religions. This official structure will never permit in office a bishop or priest who would not be in unity with their spirit of apostasy. To be afraid of disobedience to this official hierarchy is as absurd as to be afraid of not going to hell. And on the other hand, to be afraid to obey the prophetic voice of persecuted orthodox bishops, who do not belong to this apostatical structure, is the same as to be afraid to go to heaven. 
Saint Paul had a good grasp of this covert spiritual fight. Today every Christian must likewise be acquainted with it. The Apostle Paul perceived what spirit was hidden behind this Church officialdom. The New Testament and all Epistles of St. Paul emphasize that we obtain salvation purely on the basis of faith in Jesus Christ and not on the basis of belonging to an official religious structure. On the contrary, behind this structure is a spirit which does not permit life. How did this change of spirit take place without the official structure being disrupted in whatever way? One began to speak of the essential truths of faith only superficially and in empty phrases and put the greatest emphasis on scientism. The result? What has been put as essential, such spirit has become incarnate. This is the principle on which the spirit of heresy works today. The truths of faith are presented lifelessly and superficially, whereas another gospel on the basis of HCT and regard for paganism is proclaimed in the power of this spirit of apostasy. The spirit of heresy has driven out the Spirit of Christ. Officially everything remained – structure, offices, ceremonies, religious phrases; however, the spirit has changed. The present official hierarchy neither has nor proclaims the saving faith any more. They have fallen away from the living God, they have crucified Jesus in their midst. Everyone who belongs to this system – in such way that one respects it and wants to shelter oneself behind officialdom – becomes not a leader but a misleader for the sheep entrusted. Therefore the Apostle Paul and all the Apostles could not preach the Gospel on the basis of the then official structure. That is why St. Paul emphasizes the essence so much, which is repentance, conversion and remission of sins through the faith in Jesus Christ. By proclaiming these essential truths there likewise is a spirit incarnate – the Spirit of Christ. That was why St. Paul went and preached in the power of the Spirit among pagans. Not in order to show respect for paganism but in order to preach Jesus to them, that they might turn to God from idols, believe in Jesus and be saved. 
Today we are in a situation similar to that after the birth of the Church which was persecuted by Annas, Caiaphas and by the whole Sanhedrim. The official hierarchy does not have the Spirit of God because by proclamation of another gospel it has opened up to the spirit of apostasy. In the spiritual fight it has thus become the greatest enemy of living Christianity and of every living Christian. The tactics of the fight is extremely clever since it is not an open fight but one abuses the virtue of obedience and the Church authority of the shepherd to kill the saving faith in the soul of every believer. 
For this reason all bishops have been appealed to confess the faith and to renounce heresies. Every shepherd who will not do so will thus reveal that in the spiritual fight he is the greatest enemy of Christ’s flock and causes the death of all who obey him. 

Moreover, it should be mentioned what means are used by this antichristian hierarchy: In the first stage – friendliness, warm smiles and embraces, presents, showers of admiration and praise... (only to make the converted Christian believe them and open up to the spirit that is behind them). In the second stage (if the converted Christian is unwilling to submit to the spirit of apostasy) – mean tricks, intrigues, lies, injustice, deceits, disregard of the truth, and eventually a liquidation frame-up trial. 
If the believer is not converted, just attends the church and makes financial contributions, he does not have the faintest idea of any spiritual fight. He is a dead member and does not have the saving faith. However, as soon as he starts to seek the truth and turns to Jesus Christ, there also starts a hard spiritual fight for his liquidation, which happens through the “shepherds” – wolves in sheep’s clothing.
Every Christian today needs to be acquainted with the question of the spiritual fight, because God’s Word says: “Unless the Lord had shortened those days, no flesh would be saved” – due to the cunning of the spiritual fight with the antichristian spirit within the Church.
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
