The Freemasons
Your Holiness,

we hereby ask You that in the power of supreme Church authority You restore the punishment of excommunication for membership of the Catholic Christians in secret Masonic associations. This punishment was included in the canonical law until 1982.

The secret organization of Freemasons has esoteric roots. In essence, through certain levels of initiation, this organization serves Satan and his kingdom of darkness! Besides other plans it has the task of achieving an internal decay of the Catholic Church and even of Christianity in general, as well as of moral values of the individual and society. It thus commits crimes not only against God but also against humanity. In Nazism, crimes against humanity became evident within short time. On the other hand, the crimes of this secret organization are covert and their fruit of death remains concealed by it. It is a paradox and nonsense that a Christian, who is to struggle for his salvation, can be a member of this organization.
We remind, Your Holiness, that Your predecessors pronounced against this organization, and very clearly! If the punishment for membership in Masonic associations is just that the members may not receive Holy Communion, this punishment is inadequate and inefficient. If members of this organization are high Church hierarchs, the question arises concerning validity of the administered sacraments. For they are not only in a state of grave sin but, in fact, in practical apostasy. And that makes a big difference! The gravity of the situation today requires that this punishment should be restored in the Church! This will guarantee greater protection of the faithful against secret enemies inside the Church. Promulgation of the punishment will offer the “Catholic” Masons an opportunity for repentance, i.e. for a radical choice of Christ! Noone can serve two masters. If these people work secretly even among the hierarchy, they are destroying the Church, dealing her heaviest blows at her tenderest spots!
We therefore ask You, Your Holiness, again (for the first time on 26th August 2008) to restore the latae sententiae penalty for those who are members of the Masonic lodges, or are in close cooperation with them, carry out their orders and fulfil their ideas!
