CD of Cardinal L. Husar
(Part One)

In recent weeks there has been a compilation of three CDs published under a mystical title “The way into one’s self”, which contains interviews with Card. L. Husar. It is sold in the churches for 50 hryvnas. We are analyzing here the responses of Card. L. Husar concerning three topics: 
1) The most important demands of the present time

2) Emigration

3) A mosque in Lvov
The most important demands of the present time

Question for L. Husar: “What, in Your opinion, are the most important demands of the present time facing Your believers?”

Note: A Catholic bishop should answer in this way: spiritual awakening. Our believers are exposed to great pressures of secularization of the world. One is witnessing dissemination of pornography, general demoralization, families are breaking up, various forms of occultism are spreading more and more, different sects are originating on our territory, the old generation which had faith is dying off, the youth scarcely attend the church. Priests and religious are no longer living witnesses to Christ; on the contrary, they are spreading heresies. Bishops are blind shepherds who also have fallen into heresy and apostasy. At any rate, we have to repent and start a reform of the new generation of priests, religious and bishops. 
So we have to train up priests who will be true witnesses to Christ, and religious who will bear the idea of reevangelization. We need such spiritual awakening of the Church which will bring a spiritual awakening to the whole nation. Everyone must start the reform from oneself. We can see a reform programme in the history of the Church, in the history of different religious orders. It is necessary to pray for a spiritual awakening and to prepare for it by training up sound missionaries on the pattern of the apostles. If God grants the spiritual awakening of the Church, the next stage will follow when it is necessary to pass through the wilderness of the world. It is necessary to get at the root, to fight against the old self in us, that means, to unmask the system of original sin with its morbid inclination to believe a lie and to indulge in idolatry. There is a need for a spiritual leader – Moses. That means, a man who himself has gone through a spiritual fight, has been persecuted for Christ’s sake and His Gospel’s and has the Spirit of Christ. He can then lead God’s people to spiritual maturity and point out the dangers of heresy and false spirituality which is behind occultism and relativism. If the awakening comes, the Holy Scripture presents to us its living model for our orientation – the early Christians. This means our return to the source. The early Christians “were of one heart and one soul”, the Spirit of God was in the midst of them and signs and great miracles were done in Jesus’ name! If the people are converted it is necessary to perform a renewal of the Church through small communities, it is necessary to teach the converts an interior prayer. The early Christians had four basic pillars: 1) the apostles’ teaching; 2) brotherly community; 3) they devoted themselves to prayer; 4) the Eucharist. We have to put these elements into practice again through celebration of the 7th day in the week. Every Sunday we should live the day of resurrection. So as to do so it is not sufficient just to attend the Divine Liturgy but it is also necessary to attend the meetings of small communities. The foundation here will be God’s Word interpreted not in compliance with HCT or in the spirit of syncretism, but in the Spirit of God as it was interpreted by the apostles. It is necessary to form a new generation of priests and religious through practical discipleship on the pattern of Jesus. 
This is the most important demand of the present time which is facing our believers: Spiritual awakening and spiritual resurrection. It will then have an impact on the entire nation. This is the most important thing and the fruit is the same as with the early Christians – paradise on earth and paradise after death!
Such should be the answer of a Catholic bishop. 

How did L. Husar answer? “The most important demand in the present time, in my opinion, is to overcome the survivals of the past.”
Card. Husar sees the following solution: The contemporary generation who were born in the time of the catacomb Church should, in his opinion, die off because they were born slaves. He demagogically compares them to the Israelites who had been wandering in the wilderness for 40 years until the whole generation born in Egypt died off. Why do they have to die off? Probably because they are not able to adopt the “new thinking” of New Age which does not make any difference between truth and lie nor between good and evil. 
Husar, although using an example of the Israelites, does not lead the people to Canaan but to the slavery of sin and devil – to Egypt. Why could the Israelites not enter the Promised Land that time? Because they did not obey God. Husar wants to lead the UGCC somewhere, but without God! Where? To hell on earth and to hell after death? How? Through apostasy in which he already is himself! The testimony to it is his book “Discussions...”, where he publicly propagates 8 heresies for which the punishment of anathema according to Gal 1:8-9, i.e. exclusion from the Mystical Body of Christ – the Church, has fallen upon him. This cannot be changed even by the fact that he continues illegally holding administrative power. 
Husar says about the contemporary generation: “I think that the generation which was formed and came out of that mill is, in spite of all its most sincere desires, unable to change.”
We put a question: But in what aspect is this generation to change? What vices and ideological clichés is it to abandon and what is it to adopt? What is the aim of this Husar’s “reform” and what are its means? Card. Husar keeps silent on it. 
Instead, he inconspicuously globalizes the Communist regime with the Church by purposefully concealing the catacomb Church, whereby he indirectly condemns her as an evil of the past. In order not to look like a Communism-espousing traitor one is forced to agree with him. This is consciously abused by Husar. He totally ignores the catacomb Church. The aim which he pursues is liquidation of the survival of this catacomb Church, i.e. of the true faith, sound thinking and morals. The so-called “survivals” of the catacomb Church are an obstacle to the spirit of New Age brought in by L. Husar. 
He should emphasize the faithfulness of those who were persecuted in the times of illegality and appreciate that they preserved their faith intact in these hard times. He should appreciate this inheritance of the fathers sealed with blood. However, he seeks one thing instead – liquidation of orthodoxy and of all orthodox Catholics. He calls it “overcoming of the survivals of the past”.
Husar says: “Only when the new generation comes, which did not have such formation, and if it manages to keep away from the influence of its parents and grandparents, only then we can expect and hope in something better.”

Practical realization of Husar’s theory of extinction of the incorrigible:
Imagine the following situation: Your family is visited by Husar’s ideologist from UCU who in the presence of Your grandfather, father, children and grandchildren starts to tell the children and grandchildren that they can expect “something” better in their lives only after their grandfather and father die, because they, he would say, “were born slaves”. In the line of this way of thinking it would be nothing strange if at the same time he offered them EU leaflets propagating euthanasia. 
This is Husar’s new conception of the Fourth Commandment of the Decalogue. 

Emigration
Concerning the question of emigration, L. Husar gives as an example his dialogue with a certain Portuguese who spoke very positively of this issue, and he also gives the reason why: “They bring funds, money.” Then he complains: “We still do not have a philosophy of emigration elaborated.” What kind of philosophy does the Cardinal need for it? Cannot he see the consequences for the individuals and for the families? How much pain of abandoned children and broken families, how many dangers and humiliations, especially for mothers who for the sake of making money left their families! One need only come once to the station and see under the bus window, from behind of which a young woman is waving her goodbye, a child standing and crying heartrendingly and there’s no quietening it because its childish reason cannot understand why it cannot be with its mother. And the salvation of souls? But the Cardinal is interested more in funds than in souls. 
Husar’s talking about emigration is psychological manipulation. As an example he mentions some Portuguese and despite the painful reality of destroyed individuals and families he defines emigration as “enrichment of the native land”. Further he states that Italians and Germans are emigrants too, though they are, so to say, up to the mark. He says that he doubts that there is some nation which does not have emigrants. In spite of all tragic experience of so many broken families Card. L. Husar claims that emigration is of great benefit. His norm for what he states is that “that’s the way of the world today”.
Next he says: “Emigration is a way of life, when people enrich each other spiritually.”

From the whole response to the question of emigration it is evident that for L. Husar the norm is by no means the salvation of souls, nor even the true human values. By his statements he changes the normal mind of people based on reality. Every man can see the reality as it is; however, L. Husar in spite of the reality arrogantly maintains the contrary of the reality. He deceives the people, changes their mind. So is it with all his responses. 
The Lord Jesus said: “Change your mind and believe in the Gospel.” L. Husar does change the mind, yet into an antievangelical one, by ruining the defensive position of man who still has Christian roots and therefore can perceive what is evil and what is good and, naturally, resists the evil. Natural sense and the voice of conscience are beaten down by a demagogical lie of Card. Husar, and all Catholics must, of course, take his words for true because he is the head of the Church (we emphasize: he is no longer the legal head of the UGCC since owing to his apostasy he has been excluded from the Church).
What spirit is behind L. Husar? It is the spirit of antichrist. In an amiable, genial manner he is pursuing death, death of the faith and death of the true faithful. In his responses to the first CD topic he declares arrogantly that the whole generation has to die off and further it follows from his words that this generation is just those with whom there is an assumption that they have preserved the inheritance of the fathers – the true faith. In this topic, in turn, he calmly glorifies spiritual enrichment flowing from emigration, notwithstanding the fact that the fruit for the Ukrainians is both spiritual and moral decay. 
How is it possible to keep silent about those thousands of young girls abroad who were forced into prostitution under threat of physical violence! The problem of organized groups which specialize in this dirty job is well known to the Western world. How can one keep silent about the hard work, many times without whatever insurance, about the young families who did not find a job and had to sleep in underground passages or under bridges for some time! How can one keep silent about the main thing – about the hard fight for the salvation of every single soul which is exposed daily to strong temptations: money, impurity, alcohol, drugs, life without God! How sad to hear a story of a young woman who found work abroad and her mind was darkened by money and welfare so much that she resolved not to return to her husband and children. Card. Husar, however, does not care about these actual problems of emigration. Certainly, even those who are here in Ukraine are endangered by immorality, pornography, drugs, dependence on gambling machines... Therefore it is necessary in Ukraine in the first place to preach repentance, conversion and sound principles founded on the Gospel. Only in this way can the individual, family and nation be saved. Unfortunately, the Cardinal cannot see this; on the contrary, he liquidates the true mission. 
Card. Husar simply wants to look positively at the pain caused by emigration as well as at the danger of losing eternal life. For they “bring in financial funds”, after all! Regrettably to say, the Cardinal is well-known for his worship of this idol, money. 
The fact that he took very little interest in the salvation of souls and in the fate of the Ukrainians abroad is testified even by the events which took place in the Czech Republic (CR) and concerned about 200 000 Ukrainians. In 2003 these Ukrainian believers demanded that a Ukrainian bishop should be appointed for them, who would help them to build up a Ukrainian spiritual and cultural centre in Prague. Unfortunately, Card. Husar not only did not support them in any way – to great disappointment of the Ukrainian believers in CR – but, on the contrary, he supported the Focolare priest L. Hučko, a Slovak Hungarian, who had become a Greek-Catholic bishop in Prague and publicly termed the Ukrainians a dark mass. He threatened them with deportation from CR and wanted to involve even the police in the affair.

Question for L. Husar: “What if Muslims built a mosque on St. George’s hill (where is the archbishopric of the UGCC)?”
Answer of L. Husar: “And why not? If there are people who want it, who really believe and pray, why not?”
Commentary: Psychological manipulation by L. Husar is contained in the statement: If they really believe and pray. He thereby sets up the association: the one who believes and prays is a good and merciful man full of love. This view and image are connected with Christianity. However, in Islam true faith and prayer are connected with a so-called holy war, with violence and blood. 
(The demagogical fallacy which the majority of people let themselves be deceived by is the Muslims’ assertion that they start jihad only when their faith is endangered, and so it has, as they say, a form of defence. This is a deceit because they consider a danger to their faith only the very existence of Christians.)

For Muslims the building of a mosque on St. George’s hill would mean a victorious conquest of the Christian territory and religious domination. 
Khahil Samir, an Arabian Islamist, clearly writes in one of his articles: To think that a mosque for Muslims is the same as a church for Christians is a great and dangerous error. In mosques religion and politics are united in one. Imam is not a mere religious leader. There have been cases in Western Europe when imams repeatedly backed up terrorist attacks. To allow the building of a mosque means to allow the existence of a state within a state, i.e. of a certain organized group out of the control of the state. In the past the Muslim Arabian nations waged bloody wars of aggression on the territories of Christian states. Unfortunately, this aggressive mentality has been maintained by them up to the present days, though the form changed. There was a shocking case in Islamic Turkey where 100 years ago mass genocide of Christians – Armenians – took place. This is the fruit of Islamic true faith and prayer. 
Islamic war of aggression in Western Christianity continues and for each of jural states it represents great danger. Muslims managed to create Islamic quasi states inside the jural states by means of a net of mosques and schools of the Koran. In small centres they practise brainwashing and transformation of people into warriors of the so-called “Islamic holy war”. Last year a net of cells of the terrorist organization Al Qaeda was uncovered in Italy. There were weapons found as well as instruction material based on the vision of the so-called “holy war” – jihad. In Spain they blew up an underground train. The consequence – a great number of dead. In England a planned terrorist attack on a certain airline was discovered. In recent years Muslims have brutally martyred several Christian missionaries. This is the fruit of Islamic faith and prayer. 
In England they have already managed to enforce sharia – Islamic law – to such an extent that it is equal to civil law. The Koran obliges the Muslims to subordinate the whole world to the Koran. Nowadays millions of Muslim emigrants are coming to the European countries. Consequently, by means of economic pressure, they start to demand that Islamic law – sharia – should be accepted. This results in oppression of Christians on their own territory. When Muslims settle in a village, within a few years they start to persecute Christians who then have to leave their birthplace (e.g. Yugoslavia). 
In Florence they achieved the right that in the quarter where they had built their mosque noone could sell Bibles. 
Another example from Italy: A certain imam visited his mother in hospital, where he tore down a cross from the wall, disgraced it and threw it out of the window. 
There was a very drastic story of one Muslim girl in Italy who was murdered by her father (a Muslim) only because she started to establish contacts with an Italian boy. After this cold-blooded crime her father – murderer – buried the body of his daughter in the garden. 

In the very city of Rome one Muslim threatened a monk in front of the monastery only because the monk confessed that Jesus is God and Saviour. 
In some French towns the mayors clamped a night curfew after a wave of violent criminal acts rose on the part of Arabian immigrants. The result of their atrocities was hundreds of parked cars set on fire. 

Nevertheless, Card. Husar demagogically approves of building of a mosque in Lvov: “If there are people who want it, who really believe and pray, why not?” What hypocrisy!

In many countries with a Muslim majority overt forms of persecution of Christians are common. For example in Saudi Arabia the religious police permits no public or private meetings of Christians. Many people were imprisoned because of their participation in these meetings. On this territory it is not possible to build Christian churches or to spread Christian literature or devotional articles. In some countries there have been violent attacks of Islamic extremists on Christians, on their churches and schools. Two years ago they burnt out a Coptic church in Egypt and killed with axes several defenceless Christians. 
In spite of such inhuman treatment of Christians in the majority of Islamic countries, Muslims in Europe demand that their “religious rights” be respected, though they do not do so in relation to Christians! This is the modern annexationist activity of Muslims which has already borne its evil fruits in the West. 
What is necessary nowadays? The state should not permit psychological oppression of Christians on their own territory by Muslim minorities. On the part of the Church there is the necessity for an internal awakening of paralyzed Christianity through conversion, repentance and internal mission. 
The greatest obstacle to the renewal of the Church is Card. L. Husar himself with his non-Christian and perverted thinking. He tolerates and propagates all evil and, on the other hand, cunningly nips the spiritual awakening in the bud. In 2004 he prohibited a blessed mission in Lvov for teachers and doctors and secretly defamed us, missionaries, before the state authorities and demanded deportation of us and of other innocent brothers. This is the true face of the good-hearted “father” L. Husar who instead of with spiritual nourishment feeds the believers with the poison of heresies and spirit of New Age!
Conclusion

1) What the Cardinal sees as the most important thing is that the present generation should die off (40 years in the desert).

2) He views emigration as a mere opportunity for financial supply.
3) He uncritically opens the door to Ukraine for Muslims.

All three standpoints do not lead to true good but to both temporal and eternal harm.
