World Health Organization warns: “Homeopathy not a cure”

World Health Organization (WHO) has given for the time being the sharpest warning against homeopathic remedies which should not be used for serious diseases. 
WHO representatives have issued a warning against homeopathic remedies as a response to the calls from young physicians and researchers who fear the promotion of homeopathy in the developing world could put people’s lives at risk. 

The medics from the UK and Africa, unionized in the organization called Voice of Young Science Network, in their letter to the WHO in June, said: “We are calling on the WHO to condemn the promotion of homeopathy for treating TB, infant diarrhoea, influenza, malaria and HIV. Homeopathy does not protect people from, or treat, these diseases. When homeopathy stands in place of effective treatment, lives are lost.”
Evidence argues against homeopathy
The WHO agrees with their opinion. Dr Mario Raviglione, director of the Stop TB department at the WHO, said: “Our evidence-based WHO TB treatment guidelines, as well as the International Standards of Tuberculosis Care do not recommend use of homeopathy.” 
Similarly, a spokesman for the WHO department of child and adolescent health and development does not recommend homeopathy as a treatment for diarrhoea in children: “We have found no evidence to date that homeopathy would bring any benefit.”
Dr Nick Beeching, a specialist in infectious diseases at the Royal Liverpool University Hospital, said: “Infections such as malaria, HIV and tuberculosis all have a high mortality rate but can usually be controlled or cured by a variety of proven treatments, for which there is ample experience and scientific trial data. There is no objective evidence that homeopathy has any effect on these infections, and I think it is irresponsible for a healthcare worker to promote the use of homeopathy in place of proven treatment for any life-threatening illness.” 
From the spiritual point of view, we have to remind of the fact that homoeopathy is based on magic and divination, and so it opens the souls of the patients to demonic powers. 
From the point of view of scientific medicine homeopathy is a great deceit, for the remedy contains no medicinal substance but so-called spirituality. 
A Christian or any reasonable man should by no means take these “remedies”, and in case one has already used them, one should renounce with faith, in the presence of two witnesses, the demonic infection connected with these anti-remedies. 
This is the attitude of God’s Word and of the Church.
