Anathema on Freemasons in Ukraine
After the fall of Communism one expected a gradual revival of the whole nation in Ukraine. However, before the split of the Soviet bloc there had been programmes prepared in the Western world to infiltrate the half-secret organization of Freemasons into the political structures of the emergent independent states. And Ukraine was no exception. From the first moments of her independence the Masons worked hard in order to win positions and people and to build up a net. Many times they took advantage of a deep political and economic crisis connected with extensive bribery. The Masons used their dirty money to gradually buy both the positions and people. Today there are already 5 Masonic lodges in Ukraine. Many Christians, unacquainted with the whole background of this half-secret organization, were lured by the vision of career, money, prestige and exclusiveness promised by Freemasons. They did not realize the impact on their salvation. The Masons have established several promotional civil organizations which help them carry out their secret plans. These include the Lions Club, the Rotary Club and in Ukraine a specific order of the Ukrainian Registered Cossacks, the Order of Stanislaus and other. 
The aim of these associations is to organize rich and influential people into a certain oligarchy. Those who are open then continue recruiting others for the Masonic lodges. Through enrolment of influential people they seek to gain large political influence and thus to rule the nation. 
It is no secret that nowadays in Ukraine the Masons are extremely active, as in politics so in all spheres of public and religious life. 
Many rectors of the Ukrainian universities are Freemasons and have an enormous influence in promoting the principles and goals of Freemasons in education, i.e. in the formation of the new generation of the Ukrainian intelligentsia. In some places it has gone so far that if somebody is not in tune with Freemasons, he cannot hold any important post at the university. 
A certain student has borne testimony to how, little by little, he was manipulated by the teaching staff. Owing to his talent they offered him an educational stay abroad and slowly led him to adopt a new way of thought and sympathy for the principles of the Masons. 
Freemasonry includes 33 steps of initiation. The first three steps represent occult initiation which separates the person from God and from eternal life. The next so-called higher steps are already an open form of dedication to Satan. Freemasons are under a spiritual curse. Their aims are an open rebellion against God. 
Authoritative proclamation
In the name and authority of the Triune God the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit we, bishops of the Ukrainian orthodox Greek-Catholic Church, hereby oblige all Christians in Ukraine (Catholics, Orthodox as well as other Christians) to separate from Freemasons and from cooperation with them. 

The person who becomes a member of the Masonic organization automatically falls under God’s anathema – curse and expulsion from the Mystical Body of Christ – the Church. Unless this person separates from this organization, which serves Satan at its root, he will be eternally condemned! This apostolic and prophetic statement cannot be withdrawn by any representative of the Church or patriarch or even by the Pope. Anathema follows from the very essence of the Gospel and we just announce it publicly in the authority of God! In the hour of death and judgement God will ask all to render an account of this demand of His! This God’s demand is binding and irrevocable until the Second Coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
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
