Promulgation of excommunication on 151 theologians of the Slovak Republic

On 12 December 2009 the Slovak bishops were appealed to confess the faith and to renounce heresies by 25 December 2009. They did not. For that reason they incur the penalty of excommunication and anathema. 

On 30 December 2009 we sent this appeal to You as well, asking You to confess the faith and to renounce heresies by 20 January 2010. 

We quote from the letter of 30 December 2009:

“As a professor at theological faculty You are obliged in this hard time to confess Your Christian faith and to avow God’s revelation handed on to us in the Holy Scripture and in the Catholic Tradition. 

Millions of Christians before us faced a decision: either to confess the faith and thus lose temporal advantages and often even life, or to conceal the faith by concessions or small lies and thus save oneself from persecution. Persecuted Christians in the early centuries who under threat of tortures and death cast a grain of incense to the Roman deities were treated by the Church as apostates. When they wanted to return into the Church, they had to repent until the end of their life. Some bishops even said that there was no more forgiveness for them and did not want to receive them back into the Church. 

Your service is very responsible, because You form the future priests. Therefore You also are faced today with a choice: to be a hero of faith or an apostate! Do not pay heed to the offence given by the bishops. The truth is not in number or in strength. The truth came to us in a weak child and was crucified behind the walls of Jerusalem! Renounce the above-mentioned heresies and confess the faith in accordance with the given formula:

1) Do you believe that Jesus Christ died on the cross for us, that means even for you and for your sins, and on the third day He rose again historically and really?

2) Do you believe that there is salvation in no one else, only in Jesus Christ?

3) Do you consider homosexual activity an abomination and deadly sin?

4) Do you renounce historical-critical theology (HCT) and the spirit which is behind it?

5) Do you renounce the spirit of syncretism with paganism, the spirit of relativism and false interpretation of Nostra aetate as well as the so-called spirit of Assisi?

6) Do you renounce satan and demons, especially those which nowadays work through different covert forms of magic and divination (homoeopathy, acupuncture, hypnosis, divination by pendulum or dowsing rod) and through the spirit of New Age?

7) Do you renounce the spirit working through Freemasons, through the Rotary or the Lions Club?

Send the confession to the Holy Father. Please, send this confession to us too, that we may make it public before the Church. 

Unless You make this step by 20 January 2010, You thus manifest Your betrayal of the Catholic faith.”

Unfortunately, by this specified date the teachers at theological faculties and superiors in seminaries did not renounce heresies and did not confess the faith, for which reason according to can. 1364 §1 CIC they incur a latae sententiae penalty of excommunication and according to God’s law they fall under an anathema, i.e. excommunication from the Church – God’s curse – for proclamation of another gospel (Gal 1:8-9). 

We call upon their students to dissociate themselves from the heretical teachers and not to accept their teaching even at the cost of leaving the seminaries. They must prefer to save their souls rather than be poisoned with a heretical teaching and heretical spirit.

On this day, i.e. 20 January 2010, the following theologians of the Theological faculty and seminary in Bratislava, Theological faculty of Trnava University (Aloisianum), Theological institute and seminary in Nitra, Theological faculty and seminary in Košice, Seminary in Badín (Diocese of Banská Bystrica), Greek-Catholic Theological faculty and seminary in Prešov and Theological institute in Spišská Kapitula have excommunicated themselves from the Church:
