To the bishops of the UGCC who have fallen under an anathema

Dear Excellencies,
we publicly remind You again of Your spiritual state before God and before the Church.

Because of Your unity with Card. L. Husar You are in unity with his heresies too. You have been called twice to separate from 8 named heresies. You have not done so; maybe out of cowardice, maybe out of inner conviction, but the impact is the same – before God and before the Church You are excommunicated from the Mystical Body of Christ – the Church. It makes no difference that You continue at the Church post. Your orders are invalid and unlawful. Both the faithful and priests are kept in darkness by Your lying and intimidation and thus led to eternal destruction.
You have denied the foundations of the Christian faith! Therefore we remind You: remember death, judgement and eternity, remember that day after day, while continuing in heresy, the chance of repentance for You grows smaller and smaller and, what is more, You set a bad example to the faithful.

We hope You are aware that Your excommunications against us are like a scrap of paper – invalid – and, moreover, You are drawing down God’s punishments on Yourselves. You as heretics excommunicated from the Church have no spiritual authority before God any more, and therefore You cannot excommunicate or punish us orthodox bishops. Your intimidation is effective only with those who fear You rather than God. 
By contrast, the anathema that has fallen upon You cannot be removed by anyone, not even by the Pope himself, unless You repent. If the Pope did so, he would deny the nature of papacy. The fact that so far he has been silent in Your case means that he consents to the anathema we have published on You. At the same time his silence is still a chance for You to repent, i.e. to publicly renounce the 8 heresies of Card. L. Husar.
The petition of true Catholic faith, which the faithful are signing these days, is an appeal for renouncement of 8 heresies and for confession of the true faith. The signed petitions are sent to the Pope Benedict XVI. 

We as orthodox Catholic bishops, who guarantee that our UGCC has not joined in Your apostasy, appeal to You again, for the third time, to repent in public.

We point out to You once more that You Yourselves cannot draw conclusions about the general situation in the UGCC and about the question of heresies; this can be done only by the Holy Father alone. However, anathema cannot be removed even by him unless You start concrete repentance which consists in renouncement of heresies.
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
