Dissociation from heresy
Your Excellency,

the Holy Father has confided to You the office of representing his authority in Ukraine, of defending the purity of faith and faithfulness of the UGCC to the Holy Father.

Since Card. L. Husar started to publicly preach heresies, Your primary duty was to admonish him and to notify the Holy Father of the situation. Certainly, even waiting may often be a wise attitude. 
However, on 7th April 2009 You took part in the ceremony of consecration of a new bishop by the heretic Cardinal L. Husar and members of his Synod. By this public gesture You disgraced the Holy Father because You thus implied that the Holy Father Benedict XVI approves of eight heresies of Card. L. Husar. Instead of remaining at least restrained in this critical situation which has arisen in Ukraine and which has an impact upon the whole Western Church, You made a gesture of unity with the apostate Card. L. Husar and with those who make unity with his heresies and before God have already been excluded from the Church. (Concretely, it concerns Prefect of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches Card. L. Sandri and bishops of the Greek-Catholic Church in Ukraine united with Card. L. Husar, with his heresies and spirit.)
By this letter we urge You before God and before the faithful to dissociate Yourself publicly from the following heresies of Card. L. Husar:
1) casting doubt upon the Divinity of Christ

2) casting doubt upon the Virginity of the Mother of God 

3) casting doubt upon the eternity of hell

4) divination by pendulum

5) propagation of occultism and syncretism

6) approval of homosexuality and relativism

7) denial of the primacy and infallibility of the Pope

8) propagation of reincarnation

Unless You do so by the Pentecost – 7th June 2009 – Your silence will be a display of consent to the above-mentioned heresies and You will thus make it manifest that You have already fallen under God’s punishment of anathema according to Gal 1:8-9.
