Two Slovak archbishops are apostates
Your Holiness,

receive from us an assurance of our love for You, obedience to Christ, belief in the Gospel as well as belief in the primacy and infallibility of the Pope.

On 13 December 2009 we wrote a public appeal to all bishops of the Slovak Republic (with the exception of bishops emeriti) and asked them to confess the Catholic faith in Jesus Christ and to separate from the contemporary heresies and from cooperation with Freemasons. The response to it was that on 17 December 2009 President of the Conference of the Bishops of Slovakia (CBS), Archbishop S. Zvolenský, summoned one of us (however, there came two of us) and intimidated and ridiculed us and finally handed over to us a document with threats, wherein he demanded that within one day we should withdraw our appeal and apologize to the bishops of Slovakia. During our talk we asked him six times to confess the faith in Jesus Christ and to renounce the contemporary heresies and cooperation with Freemasons. Archbishop S. Zvolenský did not confess the faith and did not renounce the heresies. Both he and his counsellors claimed that we were not competent. When we said that every priest and every believer is competent, he threatened us that if we made his apostasy (denial of Christ) public, he would bring us to court. 
Your Holiness, we hereby announce to You before God and before the Church that President of the CBS, Archbishop S. Zvolenský, refused to confess the faith in Christ, to separate from the contemporary heresies and from cooperation with Freemasons in the presence of us, two witnesses. He thus made it manifest that he is an apostate. The statement of Archbishop S. Zvolenský is erroneous. The canon law (CIC) does not prohibit anyone from demanding the confession of faith and separation from heresies. God’s laws, moreover, impose a duty for every Christian to confess the faith and to separate from heresies. 
We insist on our appeal to the Slovak bishops for confession of the Catholic faith and for renouncement of heresies and of cooperation with Freemasons. The final date is 25 December 2009. 
Your Holiness, we know that heretical hierarchs hate You and now they will hate us too. Most probably they will institute frame-up proceedings against us and accuse us of all kinds of imaginary offences; they will manipulate above all so-called obedience to authority, unfortunately now already heretical one, but on the other hand they disregard obedience to God and to God’s laws. Their aim will be to excommunicate us from the Church and to make criminals of us. They need to get rid of undesirable witnesses who convict them of their betrayal of the faith in Christ Himself. Out of love for You and for Christ we are willing to carry this cross of persecution. We believe that our spiritual attitude as well as our suffering will bring purification from heresies to the Church in Slovakia and open the door for spiritual resurrection.
