Letter to Polish bishops
Dear brother in the episcopal ministry,

the situation that has arisen in the Church is critical. Both the hierarchy and the believers have, in general, opened up to the spirit of the world and to all contemporary heresies. This caused a moral decay within the Church. During his visit to USA and Australia the Holy Father publicly apologized for flagrant paedophilic delicts of the clergy. 

On 18th April this year President of the German Bishops’ Conference, Archbishop R. Zöllitsch, uttered a heresy that Christ did not die for our sins but merely out of solidarity with the suffering. This heresy is a denial of the most essential truths of Christianity. Ex-Cardinal L. Husar publicly proclaims the following heresies:

1) he casts doubt on the Divinity of Christ

2) he casts doubt on the Virginity of the Mother of God
3) he denies the eternity of hell

4) he propagates occultism

5) he divines by pendulum

6) he approves of homosexuality

7) he casts doubt on the primacy (cum Petro – yes, sub Petro – no)

8) he propagates reincarnation

The root of the internal crisis in the Church lies in the following two problems:

1) historical-critical method in theology (HCT)
This method is applied in all theological faculties. It has already turned into the only official approach to the Scripture. In its essence it denies all the supernatural in the Scripture and as a result, it denies even the Divinity of Christ and the historicity and reality of His resurrection. 

2) syncretism with pagan religions

A false and ambiguous interpretation of the Vatican Council II declaration Nostra aetate along with the gesture of John Paul II in Assisi formed a heretical public opinion within the Catholic Church that pagan religions (Buddhism, Hinduism etc.) are parallel ways to salvation. So there is no more need of mission or of Christ’s sacrifice for our sins. And this is a heresy maxima!
Both these roots – HCT and syncretism – destroy Christianity in its essence. The gesture of John Paul II in Assisi in the years 1986 and 2002 caused great offence to the common faithful. All definitely understood it in such way that paganism and Christianity are one in essence, and that is a heresy. That was also why the contemplative sisters of St. Basil the Great in Albano (Italy) wrote a letter to John Paul II on 21st June 2004 and asked him to give a correct explanation that his purpose was mere peace and not religious syncretism. Unfortunately, John Paul II did not do so, though his Secretary, Fr. Dziwisz, confirmed that he had transmitted the letter to the Holy Father. The Dalai Lama in Assisi believed himself to be the supreme deity. He included the Pope there in his magic mandala – kalachakra. Thus he put both the Pope and Christianity under the rule of demons. Today we reap the bitter fruits of Assisi. This gesture of syncretism of the Holy Father John Paul II has become the norm for the whole Catholic world. For example in Fatima the goddess Kali was enthroned; in the Church of the Holy Spirit in Warsaw the Catholic clergy put a statue of Buddha on the altar and together with Buddhists censed and worshipped it. For this a curse comes down even on the entire Polish nation. The visit of the Dalai Lama to Poland and his meeting with Card. Glemp, with the government representatives, and giving a magical wreath around their neck (a symbol of bondage) greatly contributed to this curse. 
Full responsibility for this syncretistic gesture, which has disintegrated Christianity within and stopped the mission, falls on Pope John Paul II. By reason of this great offence the canonization of John Paul II is out of the question. One could rather think of his posthumous excommunication, similar to that imposed on Pope Honorius I by reason of his silence on the spread of heresies. 
It is a crime against the faith and against the Church that on 6th-8th September 2009 Cardinal S. Dziwisz transplanted Assisi to Poland, whereby he has opened the Polish Church as well as the Polish nation for another wave of apostasy.

The bishops of Germany by reason of unity with the heresies of Archbishop Zöllitsch and the bishops of India by reason of unity with the so-called Indianized (Hindu) Bible incur a latae sententiae penalty of excommunication for heresy according to can. 1364 §1 CIC, i.e. they have excluded themselves from the Church and fallen under an anathema according to God’s law (Gal 1:8-9).
The cardinals who were personally appealed to confess the faith and to renounce heresies included the Polish cardinals as well. However, they did not confess the faith nor broke the unity with heresies, and therefore they incur the same penalty. As from 15th September 2009, it is a fact that they excommunicated themselves from the Church!

Because Card. S. Dziwisz has transplanted the spirit of Assisi to Poland, it is now necessary that every bishop as the shepherd responsible for salvation of the immortal souls in his diocese should confess the faith before his sheep and renounce heresies as well as unity with them by 10th November 2009. 
An ordinary servant girl called the Pope (Peter) to confess the faith but he denied. Then he repented in tears. St. Athanasius, St. Basil, St. Cyril of Jerusalem and other bishops of the Church courageously called the bishops to the confession of faith and to the fight against heresies. We are doing the same in this hard time. On behalf of Jesus Christ crucified we call on every bishop of Poland personally to confess his faith and to stand up in defence of Christ’s Gospel.

We send to You too the formula of the confession of faith, according to which You are to confess the faith: 1) before Your priests and faithful; 2) send this confession to the Holy Father; 3) inform us too that You did so. Thereafter we will make Your decision public. Your silence will be a sign that You remain in unity with the spirit of heresy, wherefore, however, You will fall under the latae sententiae penalty (can. 1364 §1 CIC) and under God’s anathema according to Gal 1:8-9. 
Be brave, confess the faith in our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ!
