Come out of Babylon
(An open letter)

Your Holiness,

we, Bishops of the UOGCC, languish together with You in the Babylonian captivity – the captivity of the Catholic Church in the modern Babylon, which is the City of Rome today (cf. 1Pt 5:13). Considering that You are 83 years old now and that You are exposed to extreme psychical and spiritual pressures, Your life is critically endangered. Therefore we now propose that You consider and realize a transfer of the centre of the Church to Jerusalem. Jerusalem is the place where the work of salvation of our Lord Jesus Christ was concentrated. There, at the Last Supper, He instituted the Divine Liturgy as well as the sacrament of Holy Orders.
In Jerusalem He died on the cross for our sins and saved us. 

In Jerusalem He rose from the dead and thus confirmed His Divinity. 

In Jerusalem He ascended into heaven. 

In Jerusalem He sent the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles. 

In Jerusalem the Church was born, which is a model and pattern even for us. 

Your Holiness, the college of cardinals has a spirit of apostasy and all its members unanimously betrayed the Saviour and on 15th September 2009 excommunicated themselves from the Church – from the Mystical Body of Christ. Supposing You died, the new Pope elected from among themselves would not be Your successor and as an apostate he would not be the visible Vicar of Christ on earth either. Unless You start an internal reform of the Church, after Your death the Church will find herself in a state of the utmost confusion (two or three Popes). That will be God’s punishment, and at the same time God’s love, so that at least some may be saved. For the painful reality is that today the official hierarchy is leading the people of God officially to hell through heresies. In this highly critical situation there is only one solution – to start a true reform of the Church as soon as possible. Your Holiness, this reform must be started by You, for God has given You the authority and the means for it. We have to remind that now the reform cannot be debated by the council of apostate bishops and cardinals. 
Choose a new centre in Jerusalem.

Cardinals, who betrayed Christ as apostates, must be officially removed from office by You and the college of cardinals must be dissolved as an afunctional organization. Instead, institute the college of the Twelve to govern the Church. In this apostolic college You would hold the office of Peter. The charismatic and prophetic ministry of John will be exercised by an apostle chosen by You. This college of the Twelve, on the pattern of Christ’s apostles, will start an internal reform of the Church. This responsible ministry requires that You choose proven witnesses of faith from among true-Catholic bishops or priests. 
Unless the internal reform of the Church is finished during Your life, the Eleven will, after prayers, complete the college of the Twelve according to biblical tradition (cf. Acts 1:26) and after that choose Your successor amid them.
What is most necessary today?

1) To institute the college of the Twelve and to transfer the centre of the Church to Jerusalem. It is supposed that the twelve chosen will be men of true faith, who are ready to die for the sake of Christ, who have at heart the salvation of souls and not their own career, and who have dissociated themselves radically from heresies, from the spirit of paganism as well as from all forms of Freemasonry. 
2) To officially dissolve the College of Cardinals as afunctional. 

3) To bring the functioning of the papal dicasteries to a standstill and to remove from office the majority of the employees. 
4) To issue an obligatory programme of the reform, divided into stages.

The first stage: 

Cancel the beatification cause of John Paul II as soon as possible. Dissociate the Church clearly from his apostatical steps as well as from the pernicious fruit of the so-called spirit of Assisi – the spirit of betrayal of Christ, of the Gospel and of the Church. Declare public repentance for Assisi and call for renouncement of this spirit. Set an example of repentance Yourself in connection with it. 

Concerning the bishops, our Synod has appealed to the rest of the Bishops of the EU to renounce heresies and confess the faith by 4th April 2010 – the Resurrection of Christ. We have sent the same appeal to the professors of the Gregorian University in Rome. One can assume that the majority of these bishops and professors will deny Christ and not separate themselves from heresies. In such case, as from 4th April 2010 they will incur public excommunication and anathema in accordance with Gal 1:8-9. After their betrayal is made public, remove them from office. Then choose new bishops in their place who will become bearers of the reform in unity with You. As for the lecturers at theological faculties, we propose that all pontifical universities be brought to a standstill until a new programme of priestly formation is introduced in the next stages. Besides the new bishops there should be a three-member prophetic council of bishops instituted in every nation who will watch exclusively over the matters of faith and morals – above all in relation to the Church hierarchy. In case of heresy or apostasy, this council will be competent to punish the culprits. 

Your Holiness, if You make these first steps of faith, God will give You the light and strength for the next steps of the reform.
