Beatification of Pope John Paul II?
Your Holiness,

we know that You were exposed to extremely great psychological pressure, similar to the pressure exerted upon the President of the Czech Republic which eventually made him sign the Lisbon Treaty. May this manipulation too be a testimony which will help the priests, religious and believers realize an extremely hard situation the Church finds herself in! 
This manipulation also shows who in fact promotes beatification, and thereafter even quick canonization, of Pope John Paul II. It is strange that all world media are in unity in this point. What spirit is behind these media? Is it a spirit which promotes the renewal of the Church or her self-destruction? Who is behind these media? Christian believers or Freemasons? 
So the question what this spirit of the world pursues has already been answered. How is it possible that the Congregation for the Causes of Saints did not take into account at all the objections of really grave importance which unequivocally close the door on the very opening of the beatification cause?! Unfortunately, this all is a clear sign that the spirit of apostasy rules the Vatican dicasteries. It is not the Spirit of Christ; it is the spirit of antichrist. Your Holiness, we understand that You are among them like Daniel in the lions’ den! Today to appeal to the public opinion, which is influenced by this antichristian spirit, is the same as to appeal to the people who cried: “Crucify! Crucify!” It is a tragedy that this spirit of apostasy and heresy has usurped almost all key positions in the Church. Therefore a reform – an internal revival of the Church – is humanly impossible! “But what is impossible with men is possible with God!” (cf. Mk 10:27) Through those who are treated as nothing in the Church He can fulfil His plans. He raises the dead even today (the raising of a doctor from Odessa who was dead for 72 hours); He can raise the Catholic Church as well. There is just one condition: repentance! – a change of thinking and belief in the Gospel (cf. Mk 1:15), not belief in HCT, or in philosophies or psychologies!
Our Synod has published before the Catholic hierarchy several times already our standpoint concerning intended beatification (canonization), which at the same time is the standpoint of God’s Word. 
We do appreciate positive aspects in the life of John Paul II, such as devotion to the Virgin Mary and fight for the life of unborn children. However, these and other positive aspects cannot cancel out the negative ones – great offence and opening of the door to the spirit of antichrist within the Church.
1) John Paul II received a magic sign from the priestess of the god Siva, a sign of dedication to this pagan deity! It causes offence even to non-Catholics!
2) John Paul II publicly kissed the Koran! This gesture of Head of the Church is interpreted in such manner that the Koran is a sacred book having the same status as the Holy Scripture! This leads to relativism and syncretism!
3) During the pontificate of John Paul II a latae sententiae excommunication for membership of Catholic believers in Masonic associations was cancelled in the new Code. This opened the door for Freemasons to develop their destructive activity inside the Church.
4) During the pontificate of John Paul II – in the span of 26 years – the Church witnessed mass apostasy and decay. 

5) John Paul II wrote a number of documents, but he neglected the essential thing – he did not say a clear and binding word concerning the essence, i.e. sustainment of the living biblical and apostolic faith which is in direct conflict with the spirit and teaching of historical and critical theology (HCT) which in consequence denies the Divinity of Christ, His salvific sacrifice on the cross as well as Him Himself as the only way to salvation, and also divine inspiration of the Scripture and all miracles, including Christ’s resurrection! 
6) John Paul II made a gesture in Assisi in 1986 and 2002 and never introduced clarity into it. Mass interpretation of this motto embodied a heretical opinion that Christianity and pagan religions are equal ways to salvation. From this opinion follows the greatest heresy which was uttered last year (19th April 2009) by President of the German Bishops’ Conference, ex-Archbishop R. Zollitsch, saying that Christ did not die for our sins but merely out of solidarity with the suffering. 
What, in general, is the sense of declaring somebody to be a saint? The sense of beatification and canonization is to hold up a certain person as a heroic example to follow!
If we followed John Paul II, it would mean that every priest should desecrate the church by a common “prayer” with Hindus, Buddhists, animists, satanists... The fruit? Total chaos in faith and officially approved apostasy! Next we should kiss the Koran and open up wholly to the present-day invasion of Islam on Christian territory! We should likewise have our foreheads marked by pagan priestesses as an open sign of apostasy from Christ! Moreover, we should acknowledge symbiosis of Christianity with Freemasonry and that is a betrayal of Christ and of the Gospel! The Masons consecrate themselves to the devil through 33 initiation rites. 
So if John Paul II is held up as an example for us to follow, it is then a safe way of apostasy ending up in hell!

Why do Freemasons and the spirit of the world further the cause of his beatification (and subsequent canonization)? They will thus set the spirit of apostasy and the spirit of apostatical Catholicism as a binding norm! True-Catholic priests, religious and believers will then be mercilessly excommunicated with lightning speed (e.g. recent so-called excommunication imposed within 24 hours upon three priests in Slovakia by the bishops to whom they had sent an appeal for the confession of faith and renouncement of heresies and Freemasonry). 
In a process of gradual changeover the Catholics, following the example of the apostatical hierarchy, will little by little accept a new gospel and a new spirit leading to eternal damnation!
An apostatical doctrine and apostatical spirit, which has already taken possession of the key posts in the Church and is being implanted in the soul of the very last Catholic believer, will practically be declared – as if ex cathedra – to be the official standpoint of the Church! The solution will be either two Popes as in the past or John Paul II will justly be posthumously excommunicated from the Church after all on the ground that he did not fight with heresies and that he himself actively made gestures in support of them! 
We quote an extract from a letter sent by an Orthodox priest Seraphim from Brno (Czech Republic):
“Posthumous excommunication of Pope John Paul II is a necessity. If Pope Benedict XVI did so, he would save not only the Catholic Church but most likely whole Christianity. However, if in 2010 Benedict XVI beatifies John Paul II, it will in all probability be the last nail in the coffin of whole Christianity and will open wide the doors to the all-world reign of the antichrist. Never in history was the spiritual state worse than it is now. Perhaps only in the time of Noah or in the time of the first coming of Christ, when those who were expected to see were blind leaders of the blind.”
Your Holiness, we have to remind You before God that the spirit which is behind the apostatical hierarchy pushes You too to unite with it and thus to become an apostate, or You have another choice – to become a martyr in case You cancel the planned beatification (October 2010).
Your Holiness, in this historic hour You are not responsible for You alone, but You decide what will happen with the papacy as such in the near future. It is a very serious and responsible decision! 
Would that in this critical hour there appear some angels in human form who will encourage You in faithfulness to the ministry and office which has been entrusted to You by the Saviour.
