Hypocritical liquidation of a diocesan bishop in CR
Czech Bishops’ Conference (ČBK)

Prague

Bishop Pavel Posád was withdrawn from the diocese of Litoměřice. This bishop was exposed to great pressure on the part of the leadership of the Czech Bishops’ Conference. The ČBK disguised their dishonest and mean activity with the authority of the Holy Father, who was allegedly concerned to remove Bishop Pavel. Bishop Pavel asked for a private audience with the Holy Father; however, through intrigues of the ČBK he was precluded from achieving it. Afterward it was mendaciously stated that “after a careful consideration the Holy Father made a resolution and it is necessary to obey him”. On 13th January 2008 Bishop Pavel wrote a letter to the Congregation for Bishops. We quote:
“Your Eminence, Most Reverend Prefect of the Congregation for Bishops,

under the pressure of circumstances, on the understanding that the personal resolution of the Holy Father Benedict XVI is to deprive my person of the office of Bishop of Litoměřice diocese, I feel compelled to give in a corresponding resignation. 
I am willing to undertake the proposed service of a suffragan bishop in České Budějovice.

For my conscience’ sake I ask that the circumstances leading to my abdication should be duly re-examined and, if appropriate, a new decision made. 
Devoted to Your Eminence in Christ the Lord,
Pavel Posád, Bishop of Litoměřice diocese”

We put a question: Why did Bishop Pavel have to leave his diocese? Is the reason health or the fact that he was not in unity with the Focolare leadership of the ČBK?

Bishop D. Duka wrote an official letter, wherein he states: “Difficult tasks which the diocese was facing concerned above all the uneasy personal field and the necessary changes entailing big pressure upon the health of the diocesan ordinary. After a very thorough and long consideration, the Holy Father proceeded to make his step...”

The journalist F. Sch. comments on it in the same spirit: “Though he makes contact with the believers, celebrates the Eucharist and preaches, Bishop Pavel actually is not so healthy to be able to bear the responsibility for the diocese; however, it is really not possible to bring into the open the details about his state of health... Now what? There are moments when we either believe the bishops’ conference (ČBK) and the Pope or not...” (27th February 2008)
From this official information it follows that Bishop Pavel is seriously ill and therefore he should undergo medical treatment or retire before his time in spite of the fact that he is quite young.

And next, we are forced to believe the ČBK and the Pope. However, there is one short circuit here: the ČBK and the Pope are not of one spirit. It is as if we said: “... we either believe the lie and the truth or not...”
One does not have to look far for the examples of systematic lying of the ČBK; the information by the ČBK Press Centre of 26th March 2008 is sufficient. 

However, let us return to the main reason for the withdrawal of Bishop Pavel, which ought to have been his state of health. Bishop D. Duka OP, a member of the ČBK, states: “After a very thorough and long consideration, the Holy Father proceeded to make his step.” 

The reality is such that the matter of Bishop Pavel was not objectively transmitted to the Holy Father at all. Therefore any consideration could not even take place. If the Holy Father did become acquainted with the case, he was acquainted with it already as with the definitive resolution through the ČBK. So the Holy Father became the victim of mendacious and tendentious policy of the ČBK. 

One feels like crying out here: Reverend Church liars of the ČBK, do not make the Holy Father seem a fool who is not able to discern the most fundamental principles of good and evil, truth and lie. Stop at last abusing his name for Your intriguing politics by which You attack him himself and also Christ and His bleeding Body! Why did you preclude him from a private audience with the Pope? In order to deceive both the Pope and Bishop Pavel as well as the believers. 
We quote the official Church news of 10th March 2008: “Bishop Posád was welcomed... The diocesan bishop J. Paďour appointed him a suffragan bishop for the catechists, youth, ministrants, charity, perpetual deacons, families, mission and movements.”
And what as to that mysterious illness? The care of catechists, youth, mission, movements... cannot lie on the shoulders of such an ill man. For this is “big pressure upon the health of the ordinary”. Who are we to believe then? Are we to believe the reality or the camouflage of the ČBK who pharisaically shelter themselves behind the Holy Father and thereby discredit and ridicule his name and his authority?!
A sound-minded Christian asks himself: Why could Bishop Pavel not be appointed at least a suffragan bishop to Olomouc where he had held a responsible post of the spiritual director and where the young generation of priests have a high regard for him? Or why could he not be assigned to the diocese of Brno where the young priests likewise know him as a spiritual director and where he also comes from? This is already a higher Focolare politics of the ČBK which liquidates all the living and does not disdain to lie in the face of priests and believers with the impudence of a professional deceiver!
God grant that Bishop Pavel may be transferred even to the fifth diocese and here to take the office of ordinary instead of Cardinal M. Vlk who is already past retirement age. This change would be a fatal blow to the Focolare spirit which makes unity with the spirit of New Age. For the time being it is not possible, but “with God nothing shall be impossible”. 
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
