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A question mark over the canon law

What is the most important thing? Our salvation. What are the means to salvation? They are:
1) the preaching of the full Gospel

2) the following of Christ (cf. Mt 16:24f)

3) the Church which provides true doctrine, morals and sacraments
This Church, having a true doctrine and spirit, is to protect us from falling into the traps of various sects or heresies. Apostasy from the living Christ is caused by upholders of false spirituality founded on esotericism and occultism and, on the other hand, on intellectualist heresies which deny the essence of the faith – the Divinity of Christ and the inspiration of the Scripture. These are sins against the First Commandment. Unfortunately, nowadays the centre of theological formation is the historic-critical method which denies both these truths – the Divinity of Christ and the inspiration of the Scripture. As for other gods – idolatry tied up with esotericism and occultism – there is so-called regard for pagan religions spread, which is, in fact, regard for their deities – demons (cf. 1Cor 10:20).
The canon law first of all has to protect the essence of the faith on which then the other laws are founded. Without this foundation the whole building of the Church falls and is senseless. 
Head of the German Church, Archbishop R. Zollitsch, has declared recently that Christ did not die for our sins. This is haeresis maxima denying the essence of Christianity. According to can. 750, can. 1364 §1, can. 1044 §1 CIC he incurred a latae sententiae penalty of excommunication. Our Bishops’ Synod has, moreover, made this fact public before the whole Church; R. Zollitsch, nevertheless, continues at the Church posts. CIC is nothing but a scrap of paper for him. We ask what the sense of CIC is then. Mere maintenance of the structure for the rule of apostates in the Church? It is a paradox that these apostates kill the souls by means of the canon law, while according to this very law they incur the latae sententiae penalty of excommunication from the Church. The canon law is good as such; however, if it is abused in the hands of apostates, it is to the detriment of the Church – to the detriment of the souls which are to be saved. 
Our orthodox Catholic Synod has appealed to all bishops of the Catholic Church in this time of crisis to confess the faith and to renounce heresies. Every Christian has the right to know who is who. Who is an apostate and who is a true-Catholic bishop or priest. Unless whichever of the bishops of the Catholic Church confesses the faith by the date fixed, he will be excommunicated from the Church no more only in compliance with the human CIC, which he does not respect, but in compliance with the law of God (see Gal 1:8-9). Should somebody ask on what grounds our Synod appealed to the bishops for renouncement of heresies, we answer: On the grounds of the rule of faith. On the grounds of the rule of apostolic and prophetic service in the Church. “The Church is built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets.” (Eph 2:20) If the legal system boycotts the basic principles of faith, it has no right to existence! Therefore our Synod declares before God and before the whole Church: If the bishops who will refuse to confess the true faith and to renounce heresies will not incur the canonical penalty of a latae sententiae excommunication for apostasy from the faith, the canon law has lost its sense. Unless they are punished by excommunication from the Church, as determined in the canons 750, 1364 §1, 1044 §1 CIC, the canon law in the hands of these apostates and their co-workers loses its sense and one not only does not have to but must not obey the apostatical hierarchy. Why? Because they are apostates excommunicated from the Church.  
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
