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Does the canon law make any sense?
The supreme norm in the Church is “salus animarum”, i.e. salvation of the immortal souls. The canon law is subordinated to this highest norm and therefore its purpose is to protect the divine law and the purity of faith. It is absurd that today the canon law is used by certain prelates (heretics and apostates) to liquidate those whom it ought to protect, i.e. the faithful who strive for purity of the saving faith. If the high Church posts are held by prelates who are heretics and apostates, the believers are in such case relieved from the duty to observe the canon law. This type of prelates uses the canon law to liquidate those who keep God’s law in a clear conscience. These prelates do not build the Church but destroy her from within. The only laws of the canon law which remain in force then are those based on God’s revelation – the laws of the sacraments and primacy of the Pope. Hierarchs who separate CIC or CCEO from the Gospel, or put it higher than the Gospel, thus separate it from the essence of Christianity, i.e. from the living God, Jesus Christ. These hierarchs will find themselves in the position of the Old-Testament scribes, who appealed to God’s law which protects life but killed the Author of life, Jesus Christ. 
such An example may be the heretical archbishop R. Zollitsch. He who no longer believes in Jesus Christ does not lead the faithful to salvation but to condemnation. If he continues in office without penalty, he exercises the ecclesiastical power unlawfully. The canon law serves him just to maintain the running of the structure, which, nevertheless, is separated from Christ through him. He resembles the scribes and Sadducees who did not believe in the Christ promised in the Law and by the Prophets. They claimed obedience to their authority in order to maintain power. However, God cast them away because they had not received His Son; He took away from them spiritual power and gave it to the Apostles and to the early Church, which these Old-Testament hierarchs called a sect. The scribes and Sadducees continued laying claim to spiritual power even though they actually had none any more. 
This same spirit occupies the Church today and kills the living Christ in the immortal souls. 
Your Eminence, we beseech You to start, in compliance with the canon law, to impose penalties on all those who are heretics and refuse to show repentance by confessing the true faith and renouncing heresies. 
St. Catherine of Siena writes: “All evil in the Church stems from the fact that those who have a duty to punish abuses in the Church do not do so.”
Similarly, St. Basil explains by giving an example from the Old Testament that kindness for criminals is a crime. He reminds that it also applies to admonishments without effect.
If You do not have the courage to impose penalties, follow the example of the apostates. These punish immediately, without mercy and, moreover, unjustly!
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
