An official statement of the Bishops’ Synod of the UOGCC to the Ukrainian public
On the official website of the UGCC Card. Husar and Archbp. Voznyak state that they have nothing to do with the abduction of the postulant from the contemplative monastery on 31st July 2009. Their statement is an open lie because without their knowledge and consent the Regional State Administration (RSA), the police and the Security Service of Ukraine (SSU) would never make such a violent raid against a monastery and abduct an adult person (24) against her will. 
The abduction was purposeful. Its aim was to create an artificial impression that the sisters are a dangerous sect. They wanted to take the abducted postulant for blood analysis and for psychiatric examination in order that by means of false analyses and on their basis they might spread in public their mendacious theory about a harmful sect. 
Thank God, in this situation her parents came to their senses and realized that they had been manipulated and deceived by the Church hierarchy of the UGCC and Mr Kurash. The parents did not allow this felonious intention to be carried out, took their daughter home and in two days brought her back to the monastery. 

The mean plan of the Church hierarchy and of Mr Kurash from RSA failed even when he brought her to the exorcist Fr. Voronovskyi.
Clear evidence that the whole action was carried out at the instigation of the Church hierarchy (L. Husar, I. Voznyak) is the public statement of the spokesman of the UGCC, Msgr. J. Milyan. In a television broadcast on 13th August 2009 he publicly announced the standpoint of the heretical bishops of the UGCC, when he declared that the sisters and the Bishops’ Synod of the UOGCC are a dangerous sect similar to the so-called “White Brotherhood”. It is necessary to make it clear here that “White Brotherhood”, though bearing exterior elements of Christianity, has its roots in the Hindu sect Hare Krishna. The followers of White Brotherhood in Ukraine were pursued by security bodies as there was a possibility of mass suicides and various crimes (abductions of children, burning oneself to death). Until this day this sect with Hindu roots spreads fear among the public. 
With a mean purpose Milyan falsely compared the sisters along with the orthodox bishops to this sect, and he concluded his false theory with the words: “Unless we manage to deal with them (i.e. purposeful liquidation), the Ukrainian society will have great problems with them.” On the strength of this false attitude, which is likewise assumed by the apostates Card. L. Husar and Archbp. I. Voznyak, the Lvov police and the SSU carried out the criminal abduction. Its completion was to be total liquidation not only of the contemplative monastery of sisters but also of the orthodox Catholic Synod of Bishops, to which the sisters became subordinated by a public decree of 19th December 2008. It is therefore explicit religious discrimination and religious persecution on the part of both the heretical hierarchy and the state. 

The Bishops’ Synod of the UOGCC fights against heresies, which are the foundation of all sects. Hence, it is quite absurd to accuse the orthodox bishops of sectarianism. The heretical hierarchy, on the other hand, can rightly be called sectarians in that they maintain heresies which deny the essence of Christianity. For example, in his book Card. Husar compares the Blessed Virgin to a mythical woman from the Hindu Upanishads and promotes syncretism. Through his heretical views he is, in fact, a sectarian. Our Synod, on the other hand, openly fights against this all. However, if in spite of the reality they accuse us of sectarianism, they have to produce concrete evidence – and since there is none, they wanted to fabricate some on 31st July by means of a mean attack on the monastery of sisters. 

On 13th August 2009, as a reaction to the crime, a manifestation took place in front of the Regional State Administration with the appeals: “Stop to discrimination”, “We ask the President to allow registration of the Ukrainian orthodox Greek-Catholic Church (UOGCC)”. On the same day and at the same hour President V. Yushchenko publicly responds to President of Russia V. Medvedev: “The Church in Ukraine is separate from the state; every citizen has the right to free worship. Nobody is allowed to prevent the citizens from freely professing their belief.”
From 13th August to 13th September 2009, except weekends, between 8 a.m. and 9 p.m. a group of believers stand in front of the Regional State Administration, holding a placard and praying for what in accordance with the Ukrainian laws ought to be a matter of course – that the President allow registration of the UOGCC. Whether there is religious discrimination in Ukraine or not will be evident from the President’s approval or denial of the registration of the UOGCC.    
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
