A crime in the monastery
On 31st July 2009 representatives of state authorities along with the police and a group of people, led by Mr R. Kurash, arrived in the Monastery of St. Elias the Prophet. They committed multiple criminal acts against the defenceless sisters. The purpose was to morally compromise the contemplative monastery of St. Elias the Prophet, whereto the means was an abuse of the feelings of one of the postulant’s relatives and an abuse of the state authorities. The responsibility for this whole action lies with Card. Husar and Archbp. Voznyak. The fact is that the sisters have publicly seceded from the system of subordination to Card. Husar, who publicly proclaims heresies, and have become subordinate to the orthodox Catholic Synod. Under the pressure of Card. Husar and his associates the state authorities refuse to register the “Orthodox Catholic Synod” in spite of the fact that this runs counter to state laws. Thus they purposefully put the orthodox Synod, the contemplative sisters as well as the faithful beyond the bounds of the law – and that is religious discrimination. A highly dramatic course of events is recorded in a documentary film of about 40 minutes. At the end of the film the sisters turn to President V. Yushchenko and to the MPs with a request for registration of the orthodox Catholic Bishops’ Synod of the UGCC as well as of the communities of believers pertaining to it. Without this step the religious, priests and laity have no opportunity for official existence and are forced to live under the rule of heresies – that means, to practically deny the essence of the Christian faith. Registration of the “Orthodox Catholic Bishops’ Synod of the UGCC” in the territory of Ukraine is vitally important. Preclusion against this registration is contrary to the laws of Ukraine and a display of religious discrimination.
