Dance as a prayer?
A dancing performance under the title of “Dance as a prayer” by a Jesuit priest Saju George took place in Bratislava and Trnava. 
We ask: Does this have anything in common with the Gospel, with the apostolic and Christian Tradition? Does it lead the priests and religious to genuine conversion or imitation of Christ? Does it have anything to do at all with Christian prayer or with personal relation to Jesus Christ, or is it quite the contrary? Is it a mission for Christ or for antichrist?
What it is all about in reality is manifest from the very advertising placard. The placard shows photographs of the priest Saju stripped to the waist, dressed only in red silky culottes resembling a woman’s skirt. On his forehead he wears a symbol of magic eye, his lips, eyes and eyebrows are painted. He is hanged with necklaces, wears anklets of corals around his ankles, rings on his fingers and bangles on his wrists and arms like a woman. This Jesuit strikes a pose characteristic of Hindu ritual dances which render the worship of idols – demons. These dances lead to the opening of one’s soul for the influence of so-called energies – demonic powers. God’s prophets called participation in pagan rituals spiritual prostitution. More often than not it was also connected with physical prostitution, and even with homosexuality! 
How is it possible that Jesuit superiors have lost the ability to discern the Spirit of truth from the spirit of lie?
It is shocking that this antichristian mission was presented as a model for the Christian intelligentsia in the university (Catholic) pastoral centres in Bratislava (24th May 2009) and in Trnava (25th May 2009)! Even this event is a sign of the spirit of syncretism having penetrated into the Catholic Church. False spirituality becomes a substitute for personal relationship with Christ and for the living saving faith. It is the fruit of tendentious interpretation of Nostra aetate, which leads not only to sympathies with pagan religions but also to adoption of concrete elements of the pagan cultic rituals of these religions. The fruit is apostasy from Christ and loss of eternal life.
Let us imagine that instead of liturgy in the church a half-naked priest in red culottes, with painted lips and eyes, wearing bracelets and necklaces, would perform dances. This Jesuit priest is a pattern!
What accord has Christ with Belial? Or what fellowship has light with darkness? St. Paul says: “What pagans sacrifice (even by dance) they offer to demons and not to God. And I do not want you to have fellowship with demons.” (1Cor 10:20)

Who is responsible for the Church being systematically dragged into fellowship with demons? Prefect of the Congregation for the Evangelization of Peoples Card. I. Dias is one of the main initiators of publication of the so-called Indian (Hindu) Bible. This project is an offence against the Triune God, against His Word and a blasphemy against the Holy Spirit. On 3rd September 2008 we published God’s anathema which Card. Dias incurred for this sin. Similarly, by approving this offence the whole Bishops’ Conference of India has fallen into apostasy and incurs the punishment of God’s anathema. 
The responsibility for all the offences fully falls on the apostatic hierarchy, which has fallen away from Christ, does not repent and, nevertheless, continues in office!
The fruit of apostasy is the ritual dance of the Jesuit priest Saju George, the Jesuit centre of transcendental meditation in Sardinia, zen meditations in Benedictine monasteries etc. Such monasteries must be dissolved and their religious must be released from perpetual vows, or, if necessary, excommunicated from the Catholic Church! 
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
