The end of the papacy?
Your Holiness,

the gesture in Assisi is understood by the Catholics as an affirmation of the heretical thesis that pagan religions are alternative ways to salvation. This, however, is a heresy denying the fundamental truths of the faith, namely that Christ died for our sins and that salvation is only in Jesus Christ (cf. Acts 4:12). The gesture in Assisi has already for 25 years massaged the spiritual climate at all theological faculties. Many professors have by this time adopted this heresy of religious relativism as their own and present it as the doctrine of the Church (as a new ‘sentire cum ecclesia’). In order that the enemies of Christ may be able to embody this heresy in the masses, they need the Pope to proclaim it ex cathedra. This, however, is not possible because it would openly deny the nature of the papacy. Therefore they have chosen an indirect way – canonization of John Paul II, which will mean canonization of the gesture in Assisi, which in its essence denies the existence of the Church and Christianity. However, this will at the same time cast doubt on or even deny papal infallibility. 
John Paul II took the initiative in and full responsibility for the whole syncretistic and apostatical event in Assisi. These days the enemies of Christ have launched a mighty campaign for his canonization. And they are trying every possible means in order to push You, Your Holiness, into approving this crime against Christ and against the Church. The crime in Assisi denies the essence of the whole Gospel and of the whole Christian tradition. If paganism is an alternative way to salvation, Christ’s death on the cross was in vain and God is reduced to the level of demons. In Assisi, John Paul II officially laid the path of apostasy and opened the whole Church to a curse. He covered up this all with the phrases of peace and a regard for other religions, referring to the Council. 
We ask: Who pushed through the idea of a so-called regard for other religions in a declaration of Vatican Council II? It was Cardinal König. He also “discovered” the Dalai Lama, he was the first to promote Cardinal Wojtyla to papacy and, in addition, he was in very close contact with Freemasons and implemented their programme at the highest posts in the Church. 
Solemn canonization of John Paul II should thus be connected with canonization of Card. König and of the Dalai Lama. This trio was in unity of spirit. 

John Paul II stated that the Holy Spirit is behind all religions and that pagan religions also lead to salvation. He stated that pagans also worship the one God, whom we call “Father”. 
The answer to this is given by St. Irenaeus in the book ‘Against heresies’: “It is the one sovereign God (Father) alone whom the Holy Spirit calls God and Lord.” Pagans, however, do not worship this one sovereign God. They worship demons, as is stated by St. Irenaeus. 
What does the Holy Scripture say to Assisi? One has to know that pagan rites are no offerings to God: “What pagans sacrifice they offer to demons and not to God. I do not want you to be participants with demons.” (1Cor 10:20) God forbids syncretism, a false regard for pagan religions. “What fellowship has light with darkness? What accord has Christ with Belial?” (2Cor 6:14-15)
“You cannot drink the cup of the Lord and the cup of demons. You cannot partake of the table of the Lord and the table of demons.” (1Cor 10:21) The essence of pagan religions is no innocent folklore or culture but abomination: “You shall not learn to follow the abominable practices of those nations...” (Deut 18:9-14) Those abominable practices are all forms of divination, magic and spiritism: “Whoever does these things is an abomination to the Lord.” (Deut 18:12)
Consequences of the canonization:
1) Papacy will lose its nature – it will no longer protect the purity of the Catholic faith. 

2) Infallibility of the Pope, when he speaks ex cathedra on questions of faith and morals, will be denied by You.
3) As a result of this canonization, all Catholics will open up in obedience to the heretical spirit and will follow the path of apostasy. 
4) All canonizations of the martyrs, confessors, doctors of the Church and even of the Apostles will have to be cancelled. Why? Because these saints protected the purity of faith and morals against pagan religions which, in their essence, worship demons. 
5) The Catholics will have to follow the “heroic virtues” of the new saint – John Paul II. That means:
a) to receive a magic sign in their foreheads and a “blessing” from the priestess of the god Siva;
b) to participate actively in pagan rites and “prayers” (the fruit is: desecration of Fatima – the goddess Kali; Benedictine ashrams; mantras; Oriental meditations...);
c) to kiss the Koran which denies the Divinity of Christ;
d) to venerate the graves of gurus (Gandhi) and follow them to hell.
Why can John Paul II not be canonized?

1) Syncretism with paganism was not just some mistake on his part but it was literally his life programme. 

2) He is not a saint and cannot be a saint – owing to his heretical views, apostatical gestures and great offence which he gave not only to the Catholics but to all Christians (cf. Ezek 8; 12; 13).

3) Your Holiness, if You canonize John Paul II, the papacy will lose the sense of its existence and the doctrine of infallibility will thus be denied by You.
4) Before the canonization all his deeds must be examined whether they are in compliance with Catholic doctrine. However, the gesture and spirit of Assisi in their essence run counter to the whole God’s revelation and Tradition of the Church and are fully heretical. 

In the present time the enemies of Christ and of the Church have the following method: They gradually deprive the Church of her orthodox Catholic essence by driving the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of Truth and repentance out of her bosom. Thus they liquidate the faith necessary for salvation. This faith is rooted in God’s revelation which points to the one God the Father and Jesus Christ, the only Saviour (cf. Acts 4:12). Nowaday heretics are like serpents. They do not utter the heresy clearly but they bring in the spirit of heresy. Here the words of St. Irenaeus hold true: “Heretics speak like we do, but they think in a different way.” E.g. a heretic says: “I do believe that Christ rose from the dead”; however, he means thereby: “unreally and unhistorically”. 

Canonization of a heretic like John Paul II is a colossal deceit and a flagrant crime. It is a denial of God’s revelation and of the whole Church Tradition! All orthodox Catholics will then be treated as disobedient to “the new magisterium of the Church” and mercilessly punished with the severest canonical penalties. This being the case, the visible institution of the Church ceases to be the Catholic Church because its doctrinal essence is changed. 
Your Holiness, in this trying hour You are not alone. Numbers of nameless souls are calling upon God in their prayers and suffering that He may grant You the strength to make a heroic gesture and to cancel the beatification forced upon You. Unless You do so, the Church will subsequently be forced to declare posthumous excommunication not only upon John Paul II but even upon You. On the other hand, if You stand against this pressure, it will be an act of great heroism on Your part, deserving to be followed and worthy of eternal reward. We pray for You. Be brave. Do not pay heed to people but look on to God.
