Announcement about the establishment of a new religious institute
and about perpetual profession
Your Holiness,
we, the undersigned religious priests, announce to You that by reason of apostasy of the bishops of Slovakia from the true faith and by reason of their unity with heresies and with the spirit of Freemasonry we came out from under their heretical jurisdiction and on 26 December 2009 we established a monastery under the name of Societas Sancti Basili Magni (SBM, Society of St. Basil the Great). We accept the Rules of this Church Father. We also want to follow him in the defence of the faith and in the fight against the contemporary heresies which destroy the essence of the Church.
Your Holiness, we have to state with pain that many religious institutes have fallen away from their original charisma. They have opened up to the spirit of the world and instead of fighting against heresies and defending orthodoxy they are doing the exact opposite, that means, they approve of heresies and spread them, cast doubt on the true Catholic faith and thus undermine the meaning and existence of the very papacy. They do not fight for Christ and for You, but against Christ and against You, and they abuse Your authority in a mean way for this purpose.

That was why we were forced to establish a new religious institute, which, besides the three principal religious vows, also has a fourth vow – defence of the nature of the papacy whose main task is to protect the purity of faith and morals against the gates of hell (cf. Mt 16:18).
We insist that the bishops of Slovakia and other prelates who overtly denied Christ and overtly remain in unity with the spirit of heresy are apostates, and therefore in the case of dissolution of our religious institute by You we could accept it only after a private audience. We are immediately subordinate to You and not to those who betrayed both Christ and You!
On 26 December 2009 we took our perpetual vows and we send You the relevant document. We hereby ask You to bestow Your blessing on our religious community (SBM).
