Promulgation of excommunication and anathema

On 12 December 2009 A.D. the bishops of Slovakia were appealed to confess the Catholic and apostolic faith and to renounce the contemporary heresies as well as whatever unity with Freemasons by 25 December 2009 (see An Appeal to Bishops of the Slovak Republic, dated 12 December 2009).
The reaction was that on 18 December 2009 two of them unlawfully imposed the severest canonical penalties on us, three priests, who had asked them to confess their faith. Naturally, these penalties are invalid. Ex-Archbishops S. Zvolenský and R. Bezák thus abused both the canon law and God’s law. 
We hereby inform You that none of the 18 bishops appealed did not confess the Catholic faith and did not separate from heresies and from unity with Freemasons. Your Holiness, we announce to You and we also make it public before the clergy and before the faithful of Slovakia, that in this historically hard time the below-named bishops publicly denied Christ and did not separate from heresies, for which reason they excommunicated themselves from the Catholic Church (a latae sententiae excommunication acc. can. 1364 §1,2 CIC and anathema acc. Gal 1:8-9). It concerns the following hierarchs:

Since 25 December 2009, the above-named bishops are apostates. They betrayed Jesus Christ, the Holy Church and the Holy Father. As from 25 December 2009, the sacraments administered by them are invalid. It means that they celebrate the Divine Liturgy invalidly and administer Holy Orders and confirmation invalidly. Similarly, the penalties imposed by them are invalid. No priest is obliged in conscience to obey them. It would be convenient to pray for their conversion in every Divine Liturgy. The fact that they illegally hold Church offices cannot change the spiritual reality that for a betrayal of Christ, of the Church and of the Holy Father they have been excommunicated from the Mystical Body of Christ – the Church. There is only one way back for them – to publicly confess the faith and to renounce heresies and unity with the Freemasons. Then they have to ask the Holy Father to receive them back into the Church and at the same time to impose concrete penance upon them. We have to point out that in accordance with the Tradition of the Church those who had betrayed Christ and the faith were no more allowed to hold whatever Church office even after having done their penance. If these bishops-apostates will not repent and will die in the state of impenitence, they will be eternally condemned.
