Heresies in the past and today

When the Church reacted to the threats of heresies in good time, there was less harm than when she delayed dealing with them. An example is Latin America where liberation theology has gained ground. Every day after the class hours the seminarians in Brazil have to devote several hours to social activities, their spiritual life and prayer being put on the sidelines. However, the primary mission of a priest is the battle for salvation of the immortal souls and not social work. Boff’s heresies continue up to this day. What will it help the immortal souls if the priest will be an efficient social worker but will not be able to preach the word of salvation to the poor? The goal of the Church is not social work but salvation of the immortal souls. Therefore the elementary duties of the Church include the apology for the purity of faith, which is the means of salvation. Heretical faith cannot save anyone, because it leads to perdition. 
Nowadays the heretical teaching of the so-called liberation theology in Latin America is not the only parasite on the Church. Moreover, this theology has nothing to do with true liberation which Jesus speaks about in the Gospel. Jesus speaks about liberation from the slavery of sin and the devil, whereas this so-called theology is founded on a false basis of atheistic Marxism. Today there is another, an even more dangerous heresy which is connected with a misinterpretation of the Holy Scripture and is similarly founded on atheistic philosophy. This is the so-called historical-critical method (HCT) which leads to the denial of the Divinity of Christ and of the inspiration of the whole Scripture. HCT, in essence, denies all the supernatural, the miracles of both the Old and New Testament, including Christ’s Resurrection. 
Besides this misinterpretation there is also a misinterpretation of the Nostra aetate declaration, which leads to the loss of the Christian identity, to the loss of the true mission and to the heretical conclusion that pagan religions and Christianity are equal ways to salvation. That is why our orthodox Catholic Bishops’ Synod of the UGCC constantly emphasizes the most essential point, and that is purification from heresies and clear proclamation of the pure teaching of Christ. Tons of papal documents, various so-called ecumenical efforts and mainly the so-called interreligious dialogue without the foundation of the true doctrine are a deceit and a betrayal of Christ. 
Therefore our orthodox Catholic Synod has already promulgated God’s anathema – excommunication from the Church – concerning several prelates. Therefore it has also appealed to all bishops of the Catholic Church to send a concrete and actual confession of faith and renouncement of the contemporary heresies to the Pope by 14th September 2009 at the latest. That all seems quite natural; nevertheless, for many bishops it is not so natural to confess the true faith and to renounce heresies. Therefore in the near future excommunication from the Church is in store for them. Besides sending the form, wherein they confess their faith and renounce heresies, to the Pope the bishops are obliged to publicly confess this faith and to clearly and concretely renounce heresies before their subordinates too. Unless they do so, on the basis of CIC they incur the latae sententiae penalty of excommunication by reason of proclamation or protection of heresies. The Holy Father is exposed in this fight to extremely heavy intrachurch pressure on the part of the heretics and therefore we have to pray for him with faith, that he may emerge as a saint and protector of faith and morals. May the Popes St. Martin I and St. Pius X intercede for him.
