To believers of Krásno nad Kysucou, Biskupice, Jarok, 
Dvorníky, Senica
Glory to Jesus Christ!
We are writing to you because we are much moved by the latest events which have taken place in Slovakia, particularly in the village of Krásno. 
You have certainly been badly shaken by an allegedly “credible” piece of news which caused anger and disappointment in the parish as well as defamation of our relatives. 
We allegedly left the Catholic Church. With a clear conscience we now confess to you that we have never left the Catholic Church and we continue to be her priests subordinated to the Holy Father Benedict XVI. 

We allegedly spread a heretical teaching incompatible with Catholic doctrine. On the contrary, we confess all truths of the Catholic and apostolic faith and we firmly condemn all ancient as well as contemporary heretical teachings. 
Sad to say, the state of the Catholic Church, and even in Slovakia, is lamentable. In recent years a lot of priests have resigned from the priestly ministry by reason of grave sins. The number of seminarians has dropped; some seminaries have been invaded by homosexuality and unhealthy relationships. At all theological faculties the Holy Scripture is interpreted by means of a historical-critical method which has already produced a quantity of heretical theories. This method casts doubt on the Divinity of Jesus Christ and on His real and historical resurrection. It casts doubt on all that is supernatural in God’s Word. In this way theological faculties make their students into unbelievers. Decay of the Catholic faith has resulted in both moral and spiritual decline of the priestly and religious life! It is a sad reality that in some places today there are priests who love money, power, fame and boasting. 
The Church is the Mystical Body of Jesus Christ and the place where people are to find salvation, reconciliation with God and forgiveness of their sins. The goal of our faith is eternal life. Whatever heretical doctrine deprives the believers of communion with God. 
That was the reason why we appealed to the Slovak bishops to confess the Catholic faith and to assume a clear attitude towards heresies which are destroying the Church as well as towards various moral offences. Their clear attitude would have been the beginning of the revival of the Catholic Church in Slovakia. Unfortunately, none of the appealed Slovak bishops confessed the faith or renounced heresies. Thus they excluded themselves from the Church. 
What was the consequence of our appeal? A summons to attend at the episcopal residence and after that an invalid!!! decree imposing a severe penalty. Bishops Zvolenský and Bezák consider our appeal for confession of the Catholic faith and for renouncement of heresies to be a crime. What a paradox! To be a true Catholic is supposed to be a crime!
It is similar to a situation when a physician in the hospital discovers that vaccines which are prescribed for the patients cause decomposition of vital organs and subsequent death. On discovering this and having concrete evidence, he turns to senior consultants with an appeal to condemn the lethal vaccine and to recall it from circulation. The consultant of his department summons him and tells him: “You are not competent to demand such a thing from me.” He ridicules him, completely disregarding his evidence, and then threatens that if he does not withdraw the appeal and does not apologize to all consultants, he will be dismissed from the hospital. In the meantime, still other patients die in hospital in the conviction that the doctors did their best. 
The physician did not give in. He did not withdraw the appeal. On the contrary, he informed the general public as well as all hospitals about it. However, the consultant allied himself with other consultants and dismissed the physician, insisting that he had to be deprived of the right to practise his profession. In spite of that injustice the physician did not surrender but found other physicians who suffered the same fate and they established a clinic immediately subordinate to the Ministry of Health. Though the consultants bombarded the public and the relatives with all kinds of defamations of the physician, he did not give up and started public enlightenment, pointing out the causes of the catastrophic state and of the spread of lethal vaccine. Thanks to this, many lives were saved. 
In such a critical state of the Church we, three priests and one deacon altogether, have stood up radically against all current heretical teachings and moral offences which are destroying the Church from within. Having considered the situation, we took our perpetual vows and consecrated our lives to God, and we established the Monastery of Sts. Cyril and Methodius immediately subordinate to the Holy Father Benedict XVI. We continue and have never in the past ceased to be priests and religious of the Roman-Catholic Church. Our programme is to live a life of prayer and repentance in the spirit of the Gospel according to the Rules of Saint Basil the Great. On the pattern of our patron saint, we want to protect purity of the Catholic faith and to obtain by prayers and by public enlightenment the rebirth of the Catholic Church in Slovakia. With our life, prayer and fight against heretical teachings – heresies – we want to support the Holy Father Benedict XVI in so vital a reform and revival of the Church.
