Demonstration in support of children, youth and family
On 28th March, 11th April and 18th April 2010, three demonstrations took place in Ivano-Frankivsk, Lvov and Ternopol respectively, as a reaction to planned gay prides on the territory of Ukraine. The main demand of the demonstration was the enforcement of four laws on protection of children, youth and family against homosexuality:
1) Law on the protection of children, youth and family against propagation of homosexuality (in politics, education, culture, medicine and mass media)
2) Law on prohibition against registered partnerships
3) Law on prohibition against persecution for so-called homophobia
4) Law on prohibition against adoption of children by homosexuals
The attendance at the demonstrations ranged from 500 to 1.000 people. The initiator was the civic organization “The Committee for Preservation of the Christian Heritage under the Protection of the Mother of God”, which was supported by the Bishops’ Synod of the Ukrainian orthodox Greek-Catholic Church (UOGCC), religious sisters, priests and believers of the UOGCC as well as by members and representatives of other denominations – Orthodox Church of the Kiev Patriarchate, Protestant Church... Sad to say, the ex-Bishops of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church (UGCC) issued a “pastoral letter” prohibiting the believers from participating in the demonstration, by which act they de facto expressed the attitude of ex-Card. Husar (who approves of homosexuality – see Discussions with His Beatitude L. Husar: On Postconfessional Christianity/Ukr. version - pg.67) and thus of homosexuals themselves. After hateful sermons against the demonstration and against the Ukrainian orthodox Greek-Catholic Church, even those believers who had first showed excitement about the action were filled with enmity. Moreover, the clergy and the believers manipulated by them prevented distribution of leaflets which invited the Greek-Catholics to the demonstration, in some cases even aggressively grabbing the leaflets out of the people’s hands and tearing them up. If the UGCC separated from heresies of ex-Card. Husar, started to confess the true faith again and preach the truth to the believers, such protest demonstrations in support of children and family would certainly have thousands of participants from among the UGCC believers.
