Memorandum
Card. L. Husar and the Synod of the UGCC in Ukraine united with him publicly proclaim these heresies. 

1) casting doubt upon the Divinity of Christ

2) casting doubt upon the Virginity of the Mother of God 

3) casting doubt upon the eternity of hell

4) divination by pendulum

5) propagation of occultism and syncretism

6) approval of homosexuality and relativism
7) denial of the primacy and infallibility of the Pope
8) propagation of reincarnation
In the UGCC in Ukraine there is an extraordinary situation, a more difficult one than in the time of Communism when our Church was liquidated by Stalin. In this difficult situation we received episcopal consecration and established a new orthodox Catholic Synod as a counterbalance to the heretical Synod headed by the apostate Card. L. Husar.
The heretics along with their structure are pronouncing excommunications against us. We convicted and accused L. Husar of his heresies and he sentenced us therefor. We, bishops, can be judged only by the Pope. These adherents of heresies even distorted a letter from Rome so as to confirm their crime. Then they launched a systematic campaign against us in the Church journals and abused even the secular mass media for this purpose. They issued pastoral letters against us which presented false information and forced the priests to read it out to the believers. It is an extraordinary activity and zealousness in killing the true Catholicity. In the span of 18 years they did not write a single pastoral letter wherein they would warn the believers a) against heresies and sects; b) against divination and magic; c) against various forms of occultism.
We, the orthodox Catholic bishops, are not excommunicated, but Card. L. Husar and the whole apostatic Synod are. For the 8 above-mentioned heresies they have fallen under God’s judgement of anathema – excommunication! Card. L. Husar is no longer a Catholic, nor even a Christian, but an apostate. We have twice called upon the bishops of the apostatic Synod to renounce the heresies of Card. L. Husar. They did not do so. Therefore they remain under a curse as heretics – apostates – and to them, as well as to those who make unity with them, applies the curse of the Church defined by St. Basil the Great: “A Christian must not forsake Christ’s martyrs and follow heretical bishops, for these are alien to God. Let those be accursed too who go over to them.” (Canons of the Eastern Churches, can. 37) To this anathema, which nowadays concerns concretely Card. L. Husar and his apostatic Synod, we, the orthodox Catholic bishops, publicly add: Amen, it has been done! 

We ask: Who is outside the Church? We, the orthodox bishops who defend Christ and His teaching, or the apostate bishops who proclaim or approve of heresies and abuse God’s authority to deceive the believers?
In a situation similar to the one in which we, the orthodox bishops and orthodox Christians, have found ourselves, was also St. Basil in the 4th century; he writes: “Who accuses us, let him accuse, who persecutes, let him persecute and who believes slanders against us, let him be prepared for the judgement. The Lord is at hand. We run away from the heretics as from godless people inflicting an anathema upon them. It seems that our truthful defence drives them insane and they are inventing bigger and heavier lies about us. As for the reasons why they ascribe to us all kinds of crimes – ask us ourselves. They do not sleep for many a night only to cause us harm. Avoid their meetings, too, for which they gather to meanly deceive the listeners! Flee from them therefore, that you may preserve spotless love for us and unimpaired faith of the fathers.”
Therefore we call the priests not to obey the apostate bishops any more until the whole matter of apostasy is resolved by the Holy Father himself. 
It would be sufficient if about ten courageous priests teamed up who really have Christ, the Church and salvation of the immortal souls at heart. Supposing their parishes are on their side they need not be afraid of the heretical hierarchy, even if it will intimidate them. The priests can safely stay where they are. Outwardly they can confess their separation from the heretics and unity with us, the orthodox Catholic Synod, by mentioning in the Divine Liturgy “vsich vas pravovirnych chrystyjan” (all of you orthodox – i.e. not united with the heretics – Christians”) and not mentioning Card. L. Husar and the bishop-heretic but Major Archbishop Mikhailo and their local orthodox bishop. (see Letters from UA 17/08)
We are subordinated to the Holy Father. Apostates are not subordinated to him, they are united with the heretical prelates, such as Card. L. Sandri from the Congregation for the Oriental Churches, who consciously allowed a homosexual priest to be consecrated a bishop and, likewise, in spite of being publicly warned, allowed episcopal consecration of a heretic T.S. Card. L. Sandri consciously supported and covered public heresies of Card. L. Husar and of the heretical Synod though he was obliged to admonish and punish them. Therefore he too falls under God’s anathema! (cf. Gal 1:8-9)
Conclusion: The situation in the UGCC in Ukraine is such that it can now be solved only by the Holy Father himself. 
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
