Obedience

Saint Basil explicitly defines the boundaries of obedience. He says that the believer cannot be guided by him who issues an order, however high position this person may hold, but must be guided by what kind of an order it is. If the order is in accord with the Spirit of Christ and with God’s commandment, he is obliged to obey it. However, if the order breaks God’s commandment and opposes the Spirit of Christ, he must not obey it. “The sheep do not know the voice of a stranger and flee from him.” (cf. Jn 10:5) (see Short Rules of St. Basil the Great, No. 114)
By obedience man renounces himself, his own will, and becomes an instrument or even a medium of someone else. The devil demands total obedience today through various meditations and initiations. 
Total obedience, however, is rightly demanded by Jesus when He says that we have to lose our soul for His sake and the Gospel’s and to love God with all our soul, with all our heart and with all our strength. To love God means to obey Him. Yet there is also so-called anti-obedience, which is the ultimate abuse of human freedom and human will. This anti-obedience is based on lie. True obedience to God is based on truth and is connected with pure love. 
Human systems too demand obedience. A soldier renounces his own will and is a mere instrument of orders from above. The same is demanded with the police or with the officials of the state apparatus, especially in totalitarian regimes (Nazism, Communism). However, even in all these places the Christian has to know: “God must be obeyed rather than men.” (Acts 5:29) This applies equally to the so-called Lisbon Treaty which starts to be fully realized in Europe these days. Promotion of homosexuality, euthanasia and abortions denies the law of God and the Decalogue and is aimed at the persecution of those who want to keep God’s laws and commandments. Spiritless obedience to the law which is bad in its essence is a betrayal of Christ and of His Gospel. The early Christians were ready to break the state laws even at the cost of martyrdom. The most powerful driving force or weapon for self-destruction of the Church these days is an abuse of obedience inside the Church. Christians have always been used to having respect for authority, obeying it and regarding it as divine. They have always felt obliged in conscience thereby. This sacred element in relation to God, in relation to the faith, is now abused against God, against the Church and against the papacy. 
Question: How did it happen that obedience is abused in the Church?
Answer: Those who act in the authority of God do not obey God themselves, distort God’s laws, maintain heresies and disguise them with ambiguous formulations. They have cast out God’s Spirit; they have the spirit of the world and the spirit of heresy and have usurped the key posts in the Church. St. Pius X says about them that the higher the post they hold, the deeper the blows they deal to the Church. He is speaking about heretics, and his words are fully true for our time as well! These false shepherds make believe they are the mouth of God but they are the mouth of the devil. They act on the sly as if they were servants of God but they are servants of the devil. They even disguise themselves with the authority of the Pope. They keep demanding: “You must obey us”, and from this position they oblige in conscience those who are subordinated to them, though they themselves are traitors. They are not apostles but, as the Scripture says, liars (Rev 2:2). They keep sheltering themselves behind officialdom and obedience. An example is ex-Card. L. Husar who overtly proclaims a different gospel, a different spirit, approves of homosexuality, divines by pendulum, casts doubt on the existence of hell. He presents these theories of his as binding in conscience through the mediation of his instruments. His agents, treacherous priests, know exactly what spirit they are to spread and how to kill the life of faith on the sly. All is covered up with lofty religious phrases of love, tolerance, dialogue, unity... 
Obedience to the apostatical hierarchy is nowadays the safest way to hell. That was why our Synod called upon all bishops to confess their faith and to renounce heresies. The believers have to know who is a true shepherd with the Spirit of Christ and who is a false shepherd with the spirit of antichrist. 
Today the Pope is like the head of a paralysed body. Therefore our orthodox Catholic Synod has stood in defence of the papacy and God’s laws as well as in defence of God’s Spirit in the Church. Without these foundations the Church is the Church no more. 
Let us put some essential questions: Does God exist or not? Did Christ die for our sins and did He rise again historically and really? Is there eternal life in heaven and eternal damnation in hell after death? Did God speak in the Old Testament through an unofficial structure of true prophets? Can God speak even today through His obedient and bold instruments – prophets, or is He bound and confined just to the official Church hierarchy and its heretical theologians?
Answer: All who crucified Christ were members of the official Church hierarchy (high priests) and official theologians. All of them referred themselves to God, saying that they were His representatives, but in fact they were murderers of God incarnate, Jesus Christ. He tore the official mask off them and called them by their proper name when He said: “You are of your father the devil.” (Jn 8:44) These Jesus’ words refer to the majority of the official Church hierarchy as well as to present-day theologians. Drug addicts and prostitutes are more likely to be converted than one inwardly fallen-away bishop or proud theologian with the spirit of HCT who outwardly behaves like a saint. 
We ask: In what way should God speak to this apostatical Church (hierarchy and theologians) if He cannot speak officially? From the mouth of official representatives (apostates) we can hear just pious phrases behind which is the spirit of lie, death and antichrist. Should God perhaps speak through disasters? The fruit of this official apostasy, of this antimission and antievangelization based on HCT and on regard for pagans is total internal apostasy, disbelief in the inspiration of the Holy Scripture, disbelief in the Divinity of Christ. 
We ask: Can God speak today? The Church is built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets (cf. Eph 2:20). If God cannot speak to the Church officially, out of love for us He speaks unofficially. If the Pope’s hands are tied and mouth stopped, God speaks to the Church through the word of prophecy of those who are willing to sacrifice their lives for the sake of Christ and the Gospel’s the same as all apostles, martyrs and prophets, whose foundation the true Church is built upon. 

Question: Can God admonish fallen-away bishops and fallen-away cardinals through true bishops to confess their faith in Christ and to renounce heresies? 

Answer: Even every believing woman has a right to this minimum (see Apostle Peter’s denial of faith before a maidservant who was no official authority in the Church). 
Question: Can an orthodox Synod, which defends the essence of Christ’s teaching, oblige the fallen-away bishops before God and in the name of God to bring into the open before the Church who they really are? 
Answer: Yes, it can! Bishops St. Basil and St. Athanasius, in the time of a great crisis in the Church, rebuked the bishops and expelled them from the Church; we have the same right. 

Question: Will God judge those who overtly denied Christ on the basis of this word and this appeal, or will He say to the traitors on Judgement Day: “This is not valid. They were not competent to make this appeal.”? 
We answer: Yes, on the basis of this appeal God will judge all those who overtly denied Christ. 

Question: Does God treat this our appeal seriously?

Answer: Yes, He does. 

Conclusion

God exists; Jesus died for our sins and rose again; reward or punishment is in store for everyone after death – including us as well as fallen-away bishops and theologians; the Holy Scripture is inspired and interpreted by the Spirit of God; the Holy Spirit works even today through prophets and the spirit of antichrist through antiprophets – i.e. fallen-away hierarchs and theologians. We remind again that the appeal to the rest of bishops for public confession of their faith before the faithful is binding for them. It is also binding for them to renounce heresies as well as cooperation with the Masonic organization or unity with its spirit. The final date is 25th December 2009, i.e. this Christmas. Every bishop is obliged in conscience. Silence is understood as denial of Christ and unity with heresies. The punishment is excommunication! By one’s confession or denial everyone will decide one’s own fate. It will thus be revealed whom one really serves, whether Christ or antichrist. 
With this appeal judgement has begun at the house of God (cf. 1Pt 4:17), which gives a chance of salvation to many.
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
