True penance of the Catholic hierarchy for paedophilia
On 12th April 2010, the Holy See issued Directives related to paedophilic scandals. The document is, in fact, almost identical with the motu proprio “Sacramentorum sanctitatis tutela” of 30th April 2001.
At the present time the crimes of child rape inside the Church have come out into the open. One would expect that Church representatives will repent sincerely and issue just norms so as to prevent new crimes. Unfortunately, the document of 2001 contains nothing like this. The Directives hypocritically appeal to the canon law (CIC); however, by their ineffectiveness they actually open the door to the further spread of paedophilia. They are just an alibiing reaction to the pressure of the victims. 
What was the attitude of the Church towards paedophilia and homosexuality in the past? Pope St. Pius V issued a decree which states: If a clergyman, bishop, religious or priest has committed the sin of paedophilia or homosexuality, let him be immediately suspended and brought to temporal justice and subjected to the capital punishment. 
In the time of Communism, even prisoners had more sense of morality than Church prelates nowadays. A testimony from the Czech Republic: A prisoner who was convicted of paedophilia was put in a cell with murderers. However, even these murderers held this perversion in so great abhorrence that finally, within a few days, they killed the paedophile. The warders did not even punish them for it because they too loathed such abomination. How shameful that hundreds of priests commit paedophilia but continue in the priestly office. And even when the state did convict them, the Catholic Church e.g. in the U.S. paid colossal sums of money, remitting their just penalty. 
The world has brought into the open the case of the paedophilic priest Murphy, who had on his conscience 200 cases of paedophilia in a boarding school for deaf children. Though the Congregation knew about it, the priest concerned received no canonical penalty as punishment. 
The Apostolic See “punished” an archbishop who covered up paedophilic scandals in America by promoting him to the rank of cardinal and then to a high post in Rome. 
Two atheists in Great Britain have more sense of morality and justice at the present time than the whole Church hierarchy. R. Dawkins said concerning connivance of the present Pope in these crimes: “This is a man whose first reaction when his priest is caught with his trousers down is to quickly cover up the scandal and to reduce the young victims to silence.” How does it happen? First the Church hierarchy starts to threaten the victims that they are committing a crime of libel against the ecclesiastical persons, wherefore, according to the canon code (CIC), they face the severest punishments, not excluding excommunication. Next they threaten them that every believer is bound by absolute obedience to Church hierarchy and that disobedience is qualified as the gravest crime. When courageous parents did not let themselves be intimidated but lodged a complaint with the state authorities, this Church hierarchy used bribes or influenced the courts and the police. This was admitted even by the Irish Prime Minister. The victims met with no justice and the crimes did not come to light. This was a binding Church policy especially of John Paul II. Every prelate knew that he had to cover up the crimes committed on defenceless children, for otherwise he would be guilty of disobedience. So calling for a just punishment on the part of British atheists is indeed a sign of God’s justice towards pharisees and Church criminals. The other Englishman, Ch. Hitchens, said on this topic: “Institutionalized concealment of child rape is a crime in every law and calls not for a kind of private penance, not for compensation payments by the Church (as practised especially in America) but for justice and punishment.” Both Brits demand that the Pope should be punished by the International Court of Justice for institutionalized concealment of crimes against children, that means, for crimes against humanity. 

Belgian priest, Rick Deville, states: “Belgian Bishops have not punished any of the priests accused in more than 300 cases of paedophilia which were committed in the 1990s... In the majority of cases, it was the very victims who were sued for libel. A certain priest who was convicted of child abuse three times was transferred to a different region, where he continued committing these perversities.”
Similarly, the Bishops of Ireland who concealed these crimes calmly remain unpunished in highest offices up to this day.

5: Number of dioceses declaring bankruptcy because of the scandal.
