Confession of faith and renouncement of heresies by 25th December 2009
On 15th March 2009 all bishops of the Catholic Church were appealed to confess the faith and to renounce heresies by 14th September 2009. They were asked to do so publicly and to send a written confession on the formula attached to the Holy Father. 

The bishops who were under the suspicion of upholding or covering up heresies were appealed to do so at an earlier date.
On 16th August 2009 an anathema was promulgated on 395 bishops and on 15th September 2009 on 186 cardinals. 
You ask what right our Synod has to demand a confession of faith from every bishop and cardinal.
We answer with a question: What right did an ordinary servant girl have to demand confession of Christ from the head of the apostolic college, St. Peter? He denied Christ before her! And he knew that he thus betrayed his Lord. Then he wept bitterly, repented and confessed three times his love to Jesus (see Jn 21:15-17). He confirmed his confession by a martyr’s death in Rome! 
The rest of bishops, who have not confessed the faith and not renounced heresies, have the last chance to do so by the Feast of the Nativity of Christ, 25th December 2009. Within this time we call upon the believers to ask their bishop if he has already confessed the faith and renounced heresies. If he did not do so, it is necessary to make his attitude public, and the bishop concerned is thereby automatically excommunicated from the Church by reason of a public betrayal of Christ! (can. 1364 §1 CIC; acc. Gal 1:8-9)
The state of an abnormal internal decay and mass external apostasy is a sign that this remedy and the amputation following are vital to the recovery of Christ’s Church and to the salvation of the immortal souls. 
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
