Promulgation of an anathema 

On 18th August 2009 the below-named leading ecclesiastical persons were called to confess the faith and to renounce heresies:
1) Fr. O. Fredyna, Coadjutor of the Lvov archeparchy
2) Fr. I. Datsko Dr, Professor of the Ukrainian Catholic University (UCU)

3) Fr. B. Gudzyak Dr, Chancellor of UCU 

4) Fr. M. Dymyd Dr, Professor of UCU

5) M. Marynovych Dr, Professor of UCU 

6) A. Arzhakovskyi Dr, Professor of UCU

7) Fr. K. Jaremak OSBM, Editor of Misionar
8) Fr. J. Chverenchuk OSBM, Provincial Superior OSBM

9) Sr. Dia Stasiuk OSBM, ex-Head of men and women religious 

Only Fr. Fredyna expressed himself, and that in a four-page letter. Unfortunately, he did not confess the faith and did not renounce Husar’s heresies in this letter. The other eight persons made it publicly manifest by their stubborn silence that they continue in unity with Husar’s heresies. Hereby the standing Synod of the UOGCC declares today, on 3rd September 2009, before God and before the Mystical Body of Christ – the Church – that the above-named persons publicly excluded themselves from Christ’s Church. According to God’s laws they fell under an anathema (cf. Gal 1:8-9). If the persons concerned are priests, as from this day they celebrate the Divine Liturgy and administer the sacraments with the exception of Baptism invalidly. These traitors of Christ and of the Church have drawn God’s curse upon themselves, upon their families and upon all who are in interior unity with them and obey them. If they will not repent and will die in the state of obstinacy, they will be eternally condemned. Repentance on their part will be that they publicly confess the faith, renounce Husar’s heresies and subsequently ask the Holy Father to receive them back into the Church.
