Prophetic ministry in the Church
Today this prophetic ministry is exercised by some courageous priests. Among them is e.g. the Orthodox priest Seraphim in the Czech Republic who along with a group of the faithful have demonstrated against abortions in front of the maternity hospital already for six and a half years. 
A prophetic centre – Monastery SBM of Sts. Cyril and Methodius – was born at Christmas 2009 in Slovakia. Three diocesan priests had appealed to the bishops of the Slovak Republic to confess the faith and to renounce heresies. Since they did not do so, they publicly excluded themselves from the Church (see letters on www.societasbm.sk).

We, bishops of the UOGCC, appealed to all bishops of the Catholic Church to renounce the contemporary heresies and to confess the true faith by 25th December 2009. Even before 25th December 2009 more than 700 bishops, including the bishops of Ireland, fell under an anathema by reason of unity with heresies. We had sent several appeals to Ireland, both to the priests and the faithful and above all to the bishops! Was it a pure accident that after the Midnight Mass an old Irish cathedral was destroyed by fire? Was it a pure accident that on the same night there was an incident in the very Vatican? It might have cost the Holy Father his life. 
May in the year 2010 the Monastery of Sts. Cyril and Methodius in Slovakia become a model for all dioceses of the Catholic Church! During the year 2010 every bishop of the Catholic Church must be publicly appealed to renounce the contemporary heresies and the spirit that is behind them. Similarly, all teachers at theological schools and all superiors not only of religious institutes but also of religious houses must be appealed to do the same! The names of apostates must be made public! This is a concrete step to repentance and to the revival of the Church! 
Today a fight is going on to preserve the essence of the faith and of the Church! Without the prophetic office the process of self-destruction will not be stopped. The Holy Father alone will not withstand this fight. He needs co-workers – brave men of true faith – in each nation. 
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
