A protest of contemplative sisters against beatification of Pope John Paul II

Your Holiness,
we, contemplative Basilian sisters of the Monastery of St. Elias the Prophet in Ukraine, protest against beatification of Pope John Paul II. In 2004, when he was still alive, we sent him a letter from our monastery in Albano near Rome. We asked him to clarify his gesture in Assisi before God and before the believers. We hoped that he would show public repentance for a betrayal of Christ and His Gospel, which he had committed by organizing the so-called peace meeting. He expressed his thanks for the letter; nevertheless, he showed no repentance. 
We ask again: What peace meeting?
If John Paul II had invited to Assisi Presidents of two warring states and brought them to repentance and conversion to Christ, thus establishing peace between them, it would really be a sign of his holiness. However, John Paul II organized no peace activity of this kind. 
The so-called peace meeting organized by him was an artificial comedy, the essence of which was a betrayal of Christ. It was as if one spat at the missionaries who had laid down their lives for the sake of conversion of pagans to Christ. If the aim of these missionaries had been to live in peace with Buddhists, Muslims, Indians... and not to bring them to conversion and salvation, they would not have saved a single soul. 
If the aim of the early Christians had been to burn peace incense with Nero, Christianity would have ceased to exist. 
Saint Basil the Great did not even accept the sacrificial offerings from the hands of the emperor of whom he knew that he did not have true faith. He spent his life in an uncompromising conflict with the enemies of Christ. 

John Paul II, whose first and foremost duty as of the Pope was to defend the faith, laid down a pseudoaim instead – imaginary peace. And this imaginary peace has become a means to adoption of the spirit of New Age and thus to deception of Christians. 
In the past e.g. in Japan, the missionaries had their heads pierced and were hanged by the legs, with their heads down. They were dying so several days until, drop by drop, they bled to death. Those who betrayed Christ in the process of these tortures could then live in peace with the Buddhists. However, throughout history nobody has ever thought of canonizing these traitors for their strengthening the peace with Buddhists. 
Concerning John Paul II, there was no need to pierce his head; he did not intend to convert to Christ those whom he invited to Assisi. Without any violence he went over to a false ideal of “peace”. John Paul II not only became an apostate himself but he literally laid the path of apostasy. He marked it with the words “reverence” and “peace” and presented it in such manner that it should be regarded as a new Christian virtue. In actual fact it is a systematic and practical change of the Christian thought, which eventually results in a change of the spirit within the Church. Gandhi, to whom John Paul II also paid his respects by visiting his grave in India, is called the father of New Age in the world. John Paul II may be called the father of New Age in the Church. Under the veil of peace he committed the most terrible offence – he reduced the Saviour to the level of demons! 
What is the purpose of his canonization? That this path of apostasy, which ends in damnation, is followed by the believers, and that without the slightest feeling of remorse! Following this new path, it is necessary to cancel the canon of saints who sacrificed their lives for the salvation of souls, to label them as disturbers of peace and to canonize traitors instead. 
Nevertheless, the fact that John Paul II did not find it necessary to preach conversion to pagans is still the lesser evil, considering that he prevented his own priests, religious and bishops from being converted. How? During his pontificate false reverence for other religions started to be propagated in such manner that consequently it became part of the priestly and religious formation. The sin against the First Commandment was sanctified and made into a virtue and contaminated the Church. So-called reverence for other religions kills the living relationship with Christ and does not permit conversion. Evidence: The reaction of the present bishops, priests and religious to a request for the confession of faith in Jesus Christ as the only Saviour is – indignation! Their relationship with Christ is dead. They were prevented from conversion! John Paul II has this on his conscience. 
And the fruit of the Assisi “peace meeting” today? Christians continue to be persecuted by Hindus (India, Orissa), by Muslims (Arabia...) and in the Buddhist countries likewise (China, Korea...) Christianity suffers bloody persecution. However, the most painful persecution is suffered by the living Jesus – persecution by His own people as a result of apostasy inside the Church! 
If John Paul II is beatified, then let the same be done with all traitors of Christ since the beginning of Christianity. The official Church structure, however, is in such case changed into a structure of New Age and the true Christians must leave this Babylon.
