A reform of the religious institutes in Slovakia

We, the undersigned monks, appealed to the bishops of Slovakia to renounce the contemporary heresies (see An appeal to Bishops of the Slovak Republic for the confession of the Catholic faith, www.societasbm.sk). By reason of this appeal these bishops unlawfully and invalidly declared the penalty of excommunication upon us. Thus, however, they have just manifested their own apostasy from the Christian faith. Because they did not renounce heresies, they thus excluded themselves from the Mystical Body of Christ (Gal 1:8-9) and incur a latae sententiae excommunication (can. 1364 §1 CIC) by reason of defence of heresies and persistence in them. Today the confession of the true faith and renouncement of heresies is the duty of every religious and every priest. 
The meaning of the religious life is radical separation from the spirit of the world and radical following of Christ. “Whoever of you does not forsake all that he has cannot be My disciple.” (Lk 14:33) This applies to every Christian, but every religious is to be an example. It is shameful if outwardly a religious abandoned the world but inwardly he does not live for Jesus but for his own self, career or self-realization. It is first of all a religious who is to be the salt and the light of the world: “You are the salt of the earth; you are the light of the world.” (Mt 5:13-14) A religious is to keep returning to the original charisma of his founder. It is a deceit to write nice books about one’s founder and thus to entice the young souls into this ideal, yet then to live the exact opposite and not to allow anyone to live the charisma of this founder. Testimonies of the religious who left monasteries are terrible. 

The Franciscans: Saint Francis emphasized the charisma of poverty; however, many of his spiritual sons have a special liking for comfort, material things and cling to them more than people of the world! 

Saint Francis de Paulo founded a strict Order. Even today these religious do not eat meat, admittedly, but in reality they are gourmands who eat expensive fish and special dishes which even many people of the world cannot afford. 

Saint Ignatius and Saint Dominic radically followed Christ and fought for true faith. Today their spiritual sons are the greatest heretics!


The present-day religious institutes undergo a deep crisis. They have become the greatest obstacle to conversion, repentance and following of Christ. These religious institutes have been penetrated by the spirit of pharisaism, formalism and pride. This spirit was pointed out already by Christ.

Because they did not renounce heresies, on 16 August 2009 they fell under a latae sententiae excommunication and under God’s anathema.

It is shameful that the Focolare members introduce syncretism into the Church, which they disguise with phrases of love, and that they make unity with heresies, with Freemasons and with the spirit of New Age. 


The spirit of syncretism is also introduced into the Church by the Benedictines in such way that they put their monasteries at the disposal of Buddhists, their Zen meditations and yoga. They accept this spirit of apostasy themselves and consequently infect the Church with it. Similar spiritual centres which are spiritually poisoning genuine Christians have been established by the Xavierians in Italy. Many Jesuits are not even Christians any more; they have received the spirit of antichrist and spread this spirit with extremely great zeal throughout the Church. E.g.: Last year a dancing performance by a Jesuit priest from India took place in Bratislava, in which he presented a model of new spirituality and prayer. It was a dance by which he worshipped demons and opened the young generation for an antichristian spirit. He did not wear a monk’s habit but was half naked, in culottes like a homosexual, with make-up on his face like a prostitute. It is shameful that the official hierarchy did not warn against this public offence but gave its blessing to this antimission and gave publicity to it. 

Other religious are engaged in occult practices and Oriental meditations. Still others open up to various forms of impurity, which we do not even want to mention. In the case of the Dominican order it is a Sodom and Gomorrah. A genuine religious must separate from such spirits at any cost; otherwise he covers up the heretical and immoral system within the Church and full responsibility for it falls on him. At the present time silence is a crime and betrayal of Christ. 

As regards the Franciscans and Capuchins, they contaminate Christian youth with heavy-metal and rock music which has its roots in the pagan voodoo cult and opens the souls for all forms of impurity, violence, various demons and thus for apostasy from Christ. This is in no way altered by the fact that the songs use religious words – it makes it even worse!
Nowadays the religious institutes have become a hotbed of the spirit of New Age, a hotbed of the spiritual decay of the Catholic Church. Many Salesians, instead of forming youth in true faith, present to them the most modern heresies and thus help the Church’s enemies build up an antichristian generation of apostates inside the Church. In this extremely hard time the religious vows of purity, poverty and obedience earn only scorn and derision. Obedience is abused for silencing the conscience and for eliminating the last remains of the saving faith in sincere truth-seeking young religious. What is the solution? To carry out a reform or to leave the monastery. Why? Because man is more likely to be saved in the world than in a monastery with the spirit of heresy and hypocrisy. 


Let every religious institute set apart one house where the religious will be able to start a true reform, that means, to return to the original charisma of their founder. Unfortunately the pharisaical system, which has usurped power at the highest posts in the Church, does not permit a true reform. Therefore there is a need of great heroism. A religious must be aware that to this situation applies God’s Word: “God must be obeyed rather than men.” (Acts 5:29) Even at the cost of threats, even at the cost of formal excommunications imposed by apostates – which, however, are invalid – a true reform must be accomplished. Otherwise, the religious institutes with an apostatical spirit are like a pestilence for the whole Church. For many of the religious there is only one solution: to stand up heroically against the heretical structure and to submit to the jurisdiction of the Holy Father alone. In Church history we can see that unconverted religious with the spirit of pharisaism are capable of the worst and meanest things. E.g.: St. John of the Cross was imprisoned in the basement by his own religious brothers and scourged by them every Friday. If he had not escaped, he would have died there. As for St. Benedict, his religious brothers attempted to poison him by giving poison into his cup. St. Alphonsus was dismissed from the Order which he himself had founded. Resistance of the spirit of pharisaism is so strong that often the only solution is to leave and found a new religious institute. 

The essence of the religious life is constant repentance, i.e. a constant return to the truth, a constant effort to deny one’s ego and to live by faith. This is connected with the true following of the humble and abandoned Christ. Religious have to be guided into the essence of the Gospel, which is the loss of one’s soul for the sake of Christ (Mk 8:35), the dying of a grain of wheat (Jn 12:24). Instead, the current deformation of the religious is founded on modern psychologies, philosophies and heresies of historical-critical theology (HCT) which deny the inspiration of the Scripture, the Divinity of Christ as well as His real and historical resurrection. The miracles in the Scripture are considered to be myths. The fruit of HCT and of false regard for pagan religions is homosexuality and paedophilia. The Holy Father Benedict XVI publicly apologized for this moral perversion of priests in USA and Australia. 
Unless the priests and religious of Slovakia separate from these contemporary heresies and unless they confess the faith, this spiritual AIDS will infect all Slovakia. 

We were forced to make a radical step, to come out from under the jurisdiction of the heretical structure and to submit to the jurisdiction of the Pope alone. This is the solution even for many of you. You, the Slovak religious, do start a true reform – beginning with yourselves; separate from the spirit of heresies, from syncretism with paganism and from the spirit of the world and accept the path of repentance and true following of Christ. The Holy Spirit speaks to you today: “If you will hear His voice, do not harden your hearts.” (Hebr 3:7-8) Become the prophetic voice and the voice of conscience for other religious and for the whole Church. We appeal to you, superiors of men’s religious institutes in Slovakia, to confess the Catholic faith and to publicly renounce heresies by 2 February 2010, which is the day of all religious. This demand of ours obliges you in conscience. Unless you confess the true faith and unless you separate from heresies and from the spirit of heresy, you thus deny Jesus Christ and complete your apostasy from Him and from the Church. Your subordinates have to know whom they can and whom they must not obey. We pray for you. Be brave and do not fear threats, intimidation or so-called canonical penalties on the part of the heretical system. In this historic hour do one thing: renounce heresies and confess the true faith. Send your confession to the Holy Father and also to us so that we can make it public.
