A reply to an editor from Madrid
Dear Sir,

concerning Your questions about our consecration and our Church, we reply:
We are lawfully consecrated bishops of the Catholic Byzantine Church. In 1946 our Church in Ukraine was dissolved by Stalin and existed as the Catacomb Church until 1990. The faithful Catholic bishops died in prisons, many believers and priests were deported to Siberia. After Ukraine gained her freedom, the leading positions were seized by people from the West. These people paved the way for the present ex-Card. Husar whom the Vatican site presents as Head of the Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church until this day. L. Husar is a U.S. citizen. He was excommunicated for 18 years because as a U.S. citizen and priest he was unlawfully consecrated a bishop in Italy. In 1996, owing to his spirit of Freemasonry, he was unlawfully appointed as Head of the UGCC, as successor to Card. Lyubachivskyi (see Memorandum written by Archbishop and Metropolitan Stephen Sulyk). Husar began to convert the martyr’s Church as if to Orthodoxy but in fact it was a planned process of internal apostasy, conversion to New Age. 
We were members of the Basilian Order (OSBM) at the time. Some of us in Slovakia and in the Czech Republic where we communicated with the Byzantine bishop J. Hirka, who was a successor to our Basilian bishop and martyr, Blessed P.P. Goydich. Goydich’s vicar general, the present Bishop J. Lyavynets in the Czech Republic, charged us with the administration of the cathedral church in Prague. At that time some of the monks already knew who ex-Card. Husar really was. In 2006 he wrote a heretical book in which he casts doubt on the Divinity of Christ, Virginity of the Mother of God and eternity of hell, propagates occultism, boasts about divination by pendulum and, moreover, overtly approves of the abomination of homosexuality. 
From the moment of the installation of L. Husar the Church has found herself in a different form of the catacombs. We were consecrated bishops in secret, the same as our bishops under extraordinary circumstances in the years 1946 – 1990. On 3rd March 2008 we informed the Holy Father and thus made this consecration public. Soon after this publication we established an orthodox Catholic Bishops’ Synod whose members were also bishops consecrated in the period between 1946 and 1990: 90-year-old Sophron Dmyterko OSBM, Iryney Bilyk OSBM, Josaphat Kavatsiv OSBM and Mikhailo Osidach. In 1990 Bishops Dmyterko and Bilyk made their consecration public and officially took charge of the eparchies of Ivano-Frankivsk and Chortkiv-Buchach respectively. Husar psychically forced I. Bilyk OSBM to leave his eparchy. In 2008 Bishop Dmyterko fell seriously ill and at that time Church officials wrote a pamphlet allegedly signed by Bishop Dmyterko which stated that he was against us. Under the pressure of Husar’s apostatical hierarchy Bishop Bilyk dissociated himself from the orthodox Catholic Bishops’ Synod. As regards Bishops Osidach and Kavatsiv, who were consecrated on 25th November 1980 and 6th September 1989 respectively, they did not make their consecration public after the fall of Communism. When they wanted to do so a little later, Husar did not accept their request. Bp. Kavatsiv died in June 2010. 
In 2009, in a fight with the official hierarchy headed by Husar, our orthodox Catholic Synod declared a new branch of the Byzantine Church under the name of UOGCC – Ukrainian orthodox Greek-Catholic Church. We informed the Holy Father again and made it public before the whole Church. Because L. Husar and the bishops united with him in apostasy refused to renounce Husar’s heresies, in spite of being publicly appealed to do so, we were forced to promulgate their apostasy. By reason of this apostasy, the soul falls under God’s anathema which follows from the essence of whole Christianity according to Gal 1:8-9: “If anyone, even an angel from heaven (or even the Pope), should preach any other gospel to you, let him be accursed – anathema sit.” Not even the Pope himself can absolve the concerned from this anathema unless they themselves show repentance. Likewise, on episcopal and prophetic authority we just promulgated excommunications against the majority of the Catholic bishops who made it publicly manifest that they refuse to confess the true Catholic doctrine before the Pope and that they refuse to dissociate themselves from the spirit of heresy which is destroying the whole Church – the Mystical Body of Christ. We appeal to the Holy Father and encourage him time and again in this time of crisis to start a true reform of the Church. This means that he has to remove all apostate bishops from office and appoint such in their place who are able to carry out this true internal Church reform. On the basis of Gal 1:8-9, our Synod also promulgated an anathema – God’s curse – connected with excommunication – on all members of the half-secret Freemasonic organization as well as on all active and hardened homosexuals who are not willing to stop their activity and refuse to repent. We likewise declared an anathema on U.S. President B. Obama, on German Chancellor A. Merkel, on 27 EU Commissioners and on Your Spanish Prime Minister J.L.R. Zapatera. 
You ask whether we are competent for this ministry in the Church and whether we were officially ordered by the Pope to do so. We answer: The Pope has not forbidden us from doing so. And even if he did forbid afterwards, it would not alter the reality of the anathema promulgated. The essential fact is that the apostate bishops and others have excluded themselves from the Church and this holds true although many of them unlawfully continue at the Church posts or continue declaring themselves Christians. The Pope cannot remove God’s curse from them unless they themselves show repentance.
The question concerning us and our Synod: We announced our consecration to the Holy Father Benedict XVI and made it public. We informed him that if he would like to acquaint himself with all the details of our consecration, including the photographs, we are ready at any time for an audience where we can explain everything to him. Unallowed consecration in the Latin Church is punished with excommunication. This, however, does not apply to the Byzantine Church. And moreover, Husar as an apostate – i.e. as excommunicated from the Church – cannot excommunicate us. He did attempt to do so hypocritically by means of a frame-up trial which, however, backfired on him, convicted him of wrongdoing and brought shame on him. The Holy Father, the believers and us did not accept the results of his “trial”. Moreover, a bishop can be excommunicated by the Pope alone. There is only one exception – when a bishop is excommunicated by himself by reason of overt apostasy. 
You are certainly acquainted with the fact that after Bishop Lefebvre consecrated four bishops, he and these four bishops were excommunicated by Pope John Paul II immediately the following day. Our consecration was announced to the Holy Father almost three years ago. In addition, we often write open letters to the Holy Father, concerning the necessary reform of the Church. So the Holy Father knows about our existence, and so do all cardinals and bishops as well as all leading representatives of the European Union, United States and other countries. We are in full unity with the Holy Father and we defend the fundamental principles and dogmata of the Catholic Church against modern heresies and demoralization. You ask if there is no danger of a schism in Ukraine? There is no need to deal with this question. A far greater problem than a schism is apostasy of the present official Catholic hierarchy headed by ex-Card. Husar. These apostates now occupy their posts unlawfully. In order that the common people as well as the priests have a chance to preserve their Catholic faith, we had to separate from this apostatical hierarchy. Husar and his adherents abuse state authorities against us to prevent our official registration, though this registration is in conformity with the Ukrainian laws. Why are they doing so? Because as a result most of the priests and believers would go over from the apostatical structure to the orthodox one. Those who would remain in the apostatical structure would be only apostates and various careerists. This polarization would then be for the benefit of the Greek-Catholic Church in Ukraine and serve the purpose of her purification. 
Husar’s membership in the Freemasonic organization was under discussion already in 2003. Lubomyr Husar, however, justified himself by stating that the member of the French lodge named Lubomyr Husar is not him but his close relative. Whether ex-Card. Husar is a member of the Freemasonic organization or not, his activity is in line with the intentions of this half-secret organization. One has to be blind not to see that. 
Heretical teachings casting doubt on the Divinity of Christ, on the inspiration of the Scripture and propagating a false regard for paganism in the present-day Church, their preachers being nearly all official theologians – many of them even ecclesiastically approve homosexuality, have resulted in catastrophic demoralization (paedophilic scandals from USA through Ireland up to Australia). In these hard times our orthodox Catholic Synod has become the voice of conscience not only for all Catholics of the Byzantine rite but also for the Catholics of the Latin rite. 
The Church today bears the responsibility even for demoralization of the formerly Christian nations in that she has abandoned the foundations, i.e. the true Catholic doctrine, the following of Jesus Christ and constant repentance. Without these foundations no one can be saved, be it a member of the Catholic Church or a non-Catholic Christian. Since the hierarchy failed to fight against apostatical and demoralizing influences by reason of their own apostasy, the process of spiritual genocide now endangers even the existence of all mankind by physical genocide of the nations. The distinctive sign of the living Church of Christ today is that she discerns the evil within the Church as well as in the world and stands up uncompromisingly against this spiritual epidemic. Where the Church is dead she merges with the demoralizing influence, and eventually even helps in the process of self-destruction of mankind. 
In conclusion, we would like to remind that the fact that for the time being we are not registered on the official Vatican site as bishops does not alter the fact that we are bishops. We do believe that after an efficient reform of the Church, when the names of the apostate hierarchs will figure on this site no more, our names will be included even there. 
Dear Sir, You can publish this information in Your newspaper; we believe that it will be for the benefit of the Catholic Church in Spain which we pray for and have strong hopes that she will be among the first countries to see a reform.
