Response to the declaration of the Slovak Society of Canon Law
It has appeared that some of the undersigned canonists, when asked whether they had really signed this declaration, replied that they had not even known about their signature thereunder. So this is another deceit on the part of the apostatical hierarchy. As for the other canonists, who consciously undersigned this declaration, they thus make it manifest that they have nothing in common with the canon law and should be deprived of their academic degrees. 
We put a question to them:

You claim that we have committed serious defamation of the bishops. Prove, then, that seven heresies which were written by the Ukrainian ex-Cardinal Husar in the book: “Discussions with Card. L. Husar: On Postconfessional Christianity” are not heresies.
Prove also that the statement of ex-Archbp. Zollitsch that Christ did not die for our sins is not a heresy.

Prove that a bishop who has committed a heresy and apostasy administers the sacraments validly.

Prove that if we state that he administers these sacraments invalidly, it is a heresy on our part for which one would deserve excommunication.
Υou write that believers are not allowed to support us in whatever way in a “harmful activity”. Prove that our request for the confession of faith and renouncement of heresies is an activity which causes harm to the Church. We, and every sober-minded man along with us, state that for every Christian it is a matter of fact to be willing to confess the faith and separate from heresies. It is not the request for the confession of faith which causes harm to the Church, but one’s refusal to confess the faith, which means, a betrayal of Christ. 
You write that we should return to the ecclesial community headed by legitimate shepherds whose legitimacy stems from the unity with the Holy Father Benedict XVI. We respond: The Holy Father is neither a heretic nor an apostate, so these “shepherds” are in true unity with him no more. Actually, the reverse is the case – it is us who now call upon these bishops to return to the ecclesial community through sincere repentance, confession of faith and renouncement of heresies and of the spirit which is behind them.
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
