Benefit rock concerts of Card. L. Husar
In May 2009 a series of concerts of so-called academic music took place for the benefit of completion of the cathedral in Kiev. This had been preceded by an action of so-called bricklets, which likewise squeezed money out of people for the benefit of a financially uncontrollable construction.
Between 7th and 22nd September 2009 a series of rock concerts took place.
Concerning these rock concerts, L. Husar said: “This music has a calming effect... It is a balm to people’s souls” ...?!
It is known that rock music manipulates human mind, stems from occult roots and, as scientific research shows, has an impact on endocrine glands, that means, on human sexuality. The fruit of this music is violence, impurity, depressive thoughts, cynicism, rebellion... Rock music will not calm anyone, quite the contrary. Many of the rock concerts end with demolition of everything that stands in the way of their participants. Rock culture, moreover, is connected with alcohol and drugs. 
The Holy Father Benedict XVI, at that time as Cardinal Ratzinger, said about rock: “... this kind of music disintegrates personality and individuality. It in no way differs from drugs and is at sharp variance with the faith in Christian salvation.”
“Rock’n’roll groups, such as ‘Druha rika’, С.К.А.Й., which appear at Husar’s concerts are purely antichristian. Their songs propagate impurity, alcohol and even narcotics. The group ‘Mandry’ deceives the audience by imitating a folk style; however, in reality behind this patriotism is hidden an imposition of pagan faith, and like all rock groups this one also propagates sin with all the consequences. So whom does the official hierarchy of the UGCC serve? Where does it lead the flock if under its patronage impurity, drug abuse and ‘a life of indulgence’ is propagated?” (quoted from an article by M. Kolodi)
According to the words of L. Husar, through these concerts the UGCC wants to attain to “entering into one’s self”..., “feeling one’s self” and the result is, as he says, “deep satisfaction” and “a moment of spiritual rise”. What does Husar mean by entering into one’s self? God’s Word emphasizes that we Christians must be rooted in Christ (cf. Col 2:7) and not in our self, our egoism. Saint Paul explains what one can find in one’s own self (in one’s ego): “Sin dwells in me. Who will deliver me from this body of death? I thank God (who sets me free) – through Jesus Christ our Lord!” (cf. Rom 7:16-25) Husar, however, does not preach the Gospel which leads to salvation, which points to Jesus as the only Saviour. On the contrary, he preaches another gospel. For this another gospel – heresies – L. Husar has fallen under God’s anathema – God’s curse! (see Gal 1:8-9)
This is the greatest evil which L. Husar has committed and which he does not repent of. He who committed a sin against the faith, as St. Basil the Great says, has suffered complete ruin of his spiritual health. Instead of the love of God – the love of money. God’s Word says: “The love of money is a root of all kinds of evil.” (1Tim 6:10)
Rock concerts have become a new way of how to relieve the pockets of the faithful of the last penny. The headmaster of the nursing college in Chortkiv received a fixed number of tickets for voluntary-obligatory purchase by the students. The same system works in the parishes. 
The tradition of rock concerts in the UGCC began as early as 1993 on the occasion of the 60th anniversary of foundation of the organization “Youth for Christ”. This was the first gathering of this organization after coming out of illegality. The whole action was under the auspices of the priest Josiph Milyan. All through the so-called night vigil one rock band followed another on the stage. The earth was literally shaking. There were drunken seminarians staggering, children began crying. In the morning the clergy gathered there again and a young sister Servant of Mary Immaculate appeared on the stage. With emotion she said words which were a shock to those who were present there: “Oh, what a beautiful night we have spent. We have met with God...” However, under given conditions none of those who attended this strange “all-night vigil” met with God. 
One old religious sister, on hearing from a distance a rock concert for the first time in her life, said to her sisters with fright: “I’ve heard Satan singing...” 
This year even the tax office sent out to every company, even to small shops, the tickets for this concert. 
We ask: From whom did the tax office receive that order, if the Church is separate from the state! 

So now money is being squeezed not only out of those who go to church, but even out of those who do not. L. Husar calls it enthusiastically: “...involvement of people of different beliefs”. And what is more, nobody can check where this money goes. If the tax office is involved in it, it should have some control over the money! For it concerns a public action – squeezing money out of people. It is a form of extortion. 
Husar says: “Our only protection is money” – not God, not Jesus Christ. 
“No one can serve two masters – God and mammon.” (Mt 6:24) Whom does L. Husar serve?
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
