To Bishops of the Russian Orthodox Church 
Dear bishops of the Russian Orthodox Church,
several weeks ago the Patriarch Alexius II died and a new Patriarch is to be elected in the following weeks.
The news has spread via the internet throughout the world about an alleged apparition of St. Theodosius of the Cave to the former Patriarch. Shortly after this vision the Patriarch died.

Saint Theodosius stood right before the Patriarch and said with a stern reproach: “They have fallen away from God – you and your many brothers – and aligned themselves with the devil... You do not stand at the right hand of Christ. Torment, gnashing of teeth and endless suffering is in store for you unless you repent... The time of reward is at hand.” After these words the apparition disappeared.

It is not our aim to speculate on whether the apparition was true or false, or whether it was mere hallucination. But let us ask whether the content of the vision is true. Those who knew the life of the Patriarch Alexius II and view him critically can recognize whether the Patriarch Alexius and his many brothers – closest co-workers – are men of holy life or really “have fallen away from God and aligned themselves with the devil”. They know too whether he and his closest co-workers really stood and stand at the right hand of Christ or are on His left and “torment, gnashing of teeth and endless suffering is in store for them unless they repent”.
We do not know it and do not judge anyone either! 
A press release commentary states: “Regardless of the fact that Alexius held a high ecclesiastical dignity, he accepted religion (the Christian faith and life) more like a tradition and ritual...”

If it is true, God could not use him as a holy instrument for a spiritual awakening of the Orthodox Church and for a return of the Russian nation to Christ.
God will not be able to perform this spiritual resurrection of Russia if he is succeeded by somebody from among his spiritual brothers who have the same spirit, refuse true repentance and stubbornly stand on the left hand of Christ! 
Spiritual awakening of Russia is a very serious matter, which will have an impact even on the Western Church which is now in a deep crisis. Supposing St. Theodosius appeared to many of the cardinals and prelates, he would likewise tell the shocking truth that they have fallen away from the living God and serve the devil! Certainly, there is a chance of salvation through repentance and conversion. But the question remains who will use this chance! This is a mystery.
Jesus’ word is clear for everyone without exception: “Unless you repent, you will all perish.” (Lk 13:3) So there is only one way of salvation for everyone, and that is repentance! Church prelates are no exception. This word fully applies to them too.

The Mother of God said in a private apparition in Fatima many years ago: “If Russia is converted, there will not be the third world war.”

How many martyrs, how many nameless saints sacrificed their lives during the atheistic Communism. 

How painful that there is no true unity of God’s Spirit between these saints and the highest Church hierarchy. How painful and shameful if one has to state that this or that hierarch accepts religion as a mere tradition and ritual. Nothing against tradition and ritual, but the first thing must be personal conversion and a living relation to Christ, the same as is seen with the Apostle Paul! 

Therefore we hereby turn to all Orthodox bishops, religious, priests and common faithful of Russia, and implore: Pray persistently that the Patriarch-to-be may be a man of God, such as St. Paul or St. Andrew (the Apostle of Russia)! Through such Christ’s witness God desires to spiritually resurrect the Orthodox Church as well as the Russian nation!
Christ is born! Let us glorify Him!
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
