An appeal to ex-Archbishops and ex-Bishops of SR
Carissimi,

these days God through us, the nameless, poor and weak, has put You to the test. Regrettably, You have not stood this test. The situation in the Church today is catastrophic (the Pope apologizes for paedophilia among the clergy – millions of dollars have been put into lawsuits dealing with these affairs in America and the whole world is scandalized).
But where is the root? The root is a falling away from the living faith. The present priestly generation was and is formed in the spirit of so-called historical-critical theology and in the spirit of a regard for pagan religions. The former leads to practical unbelief and the latter to idolatry. Unbelief and idolatry are sins against God’s first commandment. Such spirit comes out of the Catholic seminaries in Slovakia. You as bishops of Slovakia had full responsibility for the spread of this spirit of heresy which infected and infects the future priests and thus also the whole Church in Slovakia. For that reason we sent You an appeal for the confession of faith, so that You may become aware of this responsibility and publicly confess the faith, separate from the spirit of the contemporary heresies and subsequently purify the seminaries from this fatal infection. 
Our formula of the confession of faith in no way contradicts the Niceno-Constantinopolitan Creed; on the contrary, it actualizes and defines more clearly its essence with regard to the present situation in the Church. The spirit of unbelief and idolatry is now officially presented as modern Catholic doctrine and a new gospel. This new gospel, however, is punished with automatic excommunication, pronounced in the Holy Scripture (Gal 1:8-9) by God Himself. It is the punishment of anathema – i.e. excommunication from the Church. This God’s anathema has greater authority than any other canonical penalty imposed by the canon codes. He who has fallen under this anathema by reason of his apostasy can no more be justified by canonical regulations. These are mere scraps of paper in his hands. It is absurd if an apostate appeals to canon laws and uses them to punish orthodox and innocent priests. Jesus said: “Thus you make void the word of God by your own interpretation (CIC)” (see Mk 7:11-13 – Jesus speaking about Corban).
Your statement that we were not competent to demand a confession of faith from You is false. An ordinary servant girl who demanded a concrete confession from the Apostle Peter was then incompetent according to You. So this being the case, Peter did not deny Jesus and did not have to repent. But the truth is that this servant girl was competent, Peter did deny Jesus and did show repentance, unlike You who still refuse to repent. Owing to Your unity with heresies You tear the Mystical Body of Christ – the Church and bring down a spiritual curse on the whole Catholic Church in Slovakia. The Church which does not have the Spirit of Christ and which has accepted a new gospel is no longer the Catholic Church. That different gospel which steals the saving faith and ends in hell is the gospel of liberals, Freemasons and heretics. Because You did not separate from them and from their heresies, the believers have to separate from You if they want to remain in the true Christ’s and Catholic Church. You, unfortunately, hold the structure and are not willing to resign voluntarily from Your positions of power. Unless You resign, You will be the cause of establishment of an alternative structure similar to the orthodox (i.e. true-Catholic) Eastern Church in Ukraine and to the Roman-Catholic Church in China. 
Carissimi, we now appeal to You: Be men! Admit that You denied Christ and that You did not renounce heresies with which You are in unity up to this time. Even the very last seminarian sheltered himself behind Your authority when he opened up to a heretical spirit. He argues with confidence: “The Bishop assigned the Professor to this post. Therefore everything that this Professor teaches has to be accepted as Catholic doctrine.” And this is a deceit and a crime against Christ and against the defenceless souls bound by blind obedience. 
Your repentance means that before the priests and believers of Slovakia You shall confess Your Catholic faith and clearly, not equivocally, renounce heresies. After that, ask the Holy Father to receive You back into the Church. Then resign honestly from Your offices and withdraw into seclusion (into a monastery). This will be a real gesture of true and brave men and it will serve as an example for priests, believers and the whole Catholic Church. 
Give the faithful a chance to choose new orthodox bishops who will be able to carry out a reform in the seminaries, to perform reevangelization and to bring the Spirit of Christ in the Slovak nation. These bishops should be chosen by the priests themselves after prayers and fasting. Then the Holy Father can consecrate them bishops and confer a special blessing upon them for the sake of the renewal of the Church. The new bishops should start the reform in seminaries as well as among the clergy by means of special spiritual exercises and regular monthly formation. This will give rise to a new generation of orthodox and holy priests who will bring the Spirit of Christ in the sorely tried Slovak nation. 
On the political scene, he who holds power has to resign honestly if another candidate has won the election. Let us imagine that the person concerned would refuse to give up his post, saying: “I am the best. I won’t resign. You promised to show reverence to me!” Unfortunately, such self-idolization among the Church hierarchy has become the norm. This, however, has nothing to do with the following of the humble and abandoned Christ. Obedience, which served its purpose in the past when the true Gospel was preached, is harmful to the Church in the present situation. Why? Because the Church office is being abused for liquidation of the very essence of the Gospel and of the Church. Today it protects all heresies and appeals to false obedience which, however, leads the deceived souls to hell. Therefore a bishop who is a heretic and apostate must not be obeyed. There was a similar situation in the time of St. Basil. St. Basil clearly identified the apostate bishops and called upon the faithful not to obey them and to separate from them as from godless people. 
If today someone points out the defects and betrayal of the apostate hierarchs, one is punished as a criminal. Nobody asks if these hierarchs are traitors or not; all just keep parroting the magic word: obedience, obedience... But we ask: To whom? To God or to the devil who speaks through the apostate? Thus obedience is abused today for self-destruction of the Church. 
If You resign like honest men, You will enable a true reform and this will ensure Your merits before God and before the Church. But if You refuse to repent and persist in obstinacy, You will thus bring down a curse on Yourselves as well as on the believers of Slovakia. God will then give another way to renewal – through an unofficial orthodox structure. In such case, however, You will tear the Body of Christ – His Church. You will be fully responsible for it before the judgement seat both of men and of God! 
Nonetheless, we do believe that like true men You will make a step of repentance and thus set an example to the whole Catholic Church.
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
