An appeal to the priests of the Slovak Republic

Dear fathers, 

perhaps many of You have not perceived the spiritual fight which is going on in the Church. However, now You have found Yourselves in a situation when it is necessary to clearly confess Your faith. Recently You have been witnesses to exposure of a dangerous hotbed of spiritual death in the Catholic Church in Slovakia – i.e. heresies which destroy the essence of the Catholic Church and also the essence of the Gospel. 

The essence of the Gospel is that Christ died for our sins and rose from the dead. The Apostles proclaimed these two fundamental truths and those who were converted and received this good news of the Gospel were saved. However, in the present time President of the Bishops’ Conference of Germany, ex-Archbp. Zollitsch, publicly declares that Christ did not die for our sins but merely out of solidarity with the suffering. This is a heresy. As for resurrection, Prof. Halík in the Czech Republic denies the real and historical Resurrection of Christ. He states that His resurrection was only eschatological one. Other heretics say that it was only symbolical or trans-historical. All of them in fact deny the reality of Christ’s resurrection. Unfortunately, the bishops of CR, Germany and many other are united with these heresies. For this new gospel an anathema, i.e. excommunication from the Church, automatically falls upon everyone who identifies oneself with these heresies. In this time of crisis, heresies are proclaimed in the Church officially. Scandals concerning paedophilia and homosexuality among the clergy are the visible fruits of it. That was why we felt it our duty before God to appeal to our Slovak bishops to dissociate themselves clearly from the contemporary heresies as well as from the spirit which is behind them and to confess the true faith. We also urged them to demand this step especially from the professors at the theological faculties, for whom they are fully responsible. They did not do so, whereby they made it manifest that up to this day they remain united with the contemporary heresies and not willing to confess the true Catholic faith. We did not bring down God’s anathema upon them; they did so themselves. This severest punishment which God pronounces in His word is of greater authority and obligation than all kinds of canon codes which the heretical hierarchy abuses to kill the orthodox Catholic priests and believers. Not even the Holy Father himself can remove this anathema from them, unless they themselves repent and separate from this spirit of heresy and apostasy.  
You ask: What are we to do? You are waiting for the decision of the Holy Father. But there is nothing to wait for. The bishops have excommunicated themselves from the Church and now they hold their offices unlawfully. The Holy Father is exposed to great psychical and spiritual pressures. If he just tried to punish some super-heretic (Küng, Sobrino, Boff...), all heretics would stand against him as one man. They would ridicule him, labelling him as a kind of a fossil brontosaurus, and the tragedy is that in fact nobody would take his side. Here the Holy Father experiences real loneliness and powerlessness similar to that which Christ experienced in Gethsemane and on the cross. There is nobody in the Church who would defend God’s interests and courageously stand up for the nature of the papacy. Those who are destroying are like a pack of wolves throwing at the defenceless sheep. We hope, dear fathers, that it is clear to You what the real situation is in the present-day Church. It would be hypocrisy to demand that the Holy Father should wrangle with these stubborn heretics himself. Apart from that, if You are sincere, You know well that the papal dicasteries are occupied with people who in the essential matters are doing quite the contrary of what the Holy Father wants and what he represents. They shelter themselves behind his authority and signatures. A testimony from recent days: At the Seraphicum in Rome a Polish professor gave a lecture on a new subject: the spirit of Assisi. His heresies were glaring. He was dismissed and “punished”. How? By being advanced to a post at the Congregation for the Causes of Saints. Ex-Archbishop Zvolenský was punished in a similar manner. Another archbishop (from USA), who bore the main blame for homosexual scandals, was punished in such way that he was appointed a cardinal. As the saying goes: Gotham, or set the wolf to keep the sheep. We do not want to bear yet sharper testimony concerning traitors of Christ who surround the Holy Father and abuse his name. Now, let us play the man; let us tell each other the truth and stop playing hide-and-seek. The critical state in the Church, and also in the Church in Slovakia, is a harsh and painful reality. Artificial eulogies and various statistics showing how the Church in Slovakia flourishes are mere external appearance and a deceit. There was a similar method of self-praise with the Communists who were constantly ahead of schedule (a five-year plan fulfilled within two years etc.). We repeat: It is a harsh and painful reality that 18 Slovak bishops have excommunicated themselves from the Church through anathema. The believers must not obey them. Certainly, the power is in their hands and if somebody defended Christ and the Church and stood against the spirit of heresies which they maintain, they would impose canonical penalties upon him. We repeat: These penalties are of no weight any more, because a heretic-apostate cannot punish anyone. He has already punished himself. 

In our letter to the apostate bishops we asked them to repent, to renounce heresies, to ask the Holy Father to receive them back into the Church and to resign from their offices and withdraw into seclusion like honest men. They would thus give other bishops a chance to assume their offices, such bishops who would promote the orthodox Catholic teaching, stand against heresies and against those who proclaim heresies in the seminaries or in the pastoral care. We beseech You to pray for these bishops and, if possible, to encourage them to resign honestly from their offices. According to the Tradition of the Church, those who publicly betrayed Christ and became apostates – even though they repented afterwards – were not allowed to hold official posts in the Church any more. 

You ask: How to elect the most appropriate candidate for the post of a bishop? The contemporary way of election of bishops is afunctional. One can know it by its fruit. It depends on which of the lobbying clans – Focolarines, liberals, Freemasons or homosexuals – manages to push through their candidate. The greatest comedy starts at the end when they trumpet with great fanfare that he was elected by the Holy Father himself. And if somebody shakes his head, he can hear a hypocritical remark: “Are you perhaps higher than the Holy Father? Do you mean to say that the Apostolic See is mistaken?” These clans choose such people who are fully open to heresies or who like cowards will assent to all offences against the faith and against the Church. Today it is not possible that this system would choose a brave man of God who in the first place defends the purity of faith and the things of the Lord, and who has at heart the true good of the Church and the salvation of immortal souls. 

Dear fathers, in this extraordinary situation we propose to You a new form of election of a bishop: First it is necessary that everyone who wants to belong either among electors or among candidates should say aloud the Nicene Creed privately before the tabernacle and renounce concrete heresies in accordance with the formula. Then one should inform the Holy Father about this act of faith. After this is done, pray sincerely to God that He might enlighten Your reason and that each of You (who confessed the faith and renounced heresies) might propose with a sincere heart before God one candidate from Your deanery. Realize Your responsibility before God. Liberals and lickspittles will boycott this new form of election. Others will not express their opinion for fear or some other reason. If somebody really feels before God that he is willing to fight for the Church, he can even propose himself. This is not against the doctrine of the Church – cf. “This is a faithful saying: If a man desires the position of a bishop, he desires a good work.” (1Tim 3:1) However, it does not mean that this will automatically make him a bishop. He has to meet even other criteria. The chosen candidates of a particular diocese shall pray together and after prayers and fasting choose two from among them by secret ballot. Afterwards they will choose one by lot – on the pattern of the Apostles – (cf. Acts 1:26). Auxiliary bishops would be chosen later. The election results would be announced to the Apostolic Nuncio with a request that the Holy Father himself should consecrate these candidates bishops. Their first and foremost duty will be to fight for the renewal of the Church, to restore the orthodox Catholic doctrine and to give the first place not to intellectual pride or erudition but to the true following of Christ and true holiness. These candidates cannot be rejected by some treacherous Vatican officials but only by the Holy Father himself. He will answer for the state of the Church in Slovakia – for her decay or spiritual resurrection. This is not pressure on the Holy Father but on traitors who shelter themselves cunningly behind the Holy Father and do not want to resign of their own free will.

Whether the apostate bishops will resign from their offices or not, at all events it is necessary that this election of new bishops should take place, either secretly or half-secretly. Subsequently, the new bishops will either renew the official structure or, if the apostate bishops continue in their offices, there will be a new orthodox Catholic structure created. However, the responsibility for tearing of the Body of Christ – the Church – will then not fall upon the orthodox who want to renew the Church, but on the apostate bishops. 

The orthodox structure must be established so that the Catholic Church in Slovakia may remain and the souls may be saved. 
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
