Sedes vacantis
(Announcement to the Catholics of Slovakia)

Dear priests and believers,

we would like to bring to Your notice that at the time when we served as diocesan priests we appealed to the bishops of the Slovak Republic to confess the Catholic faith and to renounce the contemporary heresies as well as unity with the spirit of Freemasons by 25 December 2009. 
Unfortunately, the below-named bishops publicly denied the faith, did not renounce heresies and the spirit of Freemasonry and thus excluded themselves from the Church. According to can. 1364 §1 CIC they incur a latae sententiae excommunication and according to the Holy Scripture (Gal 1:8-9) they have fallen under God’s anathema – expulsion and curse. 
These heretical bishops-apostates now hold the posts unlawfully and nobody is obliged to obey them. It concerns the following bishops:

We announce to You that as apostates and heretics they can no longer validly officiate Holy Mass, administer the sacrament of Confirmation or confer Holy Orders! For that reason we, diocesan priests, have come out from under their jurisdiction and established a monastery SBM which falls within the jurisdiction of the Pope alone. 
We call upon the priests no longer to mention the names of the bishops-apostates during Holy Mass. We call upon the believers to encourage the priests not to be afraid to separate from the traitors of Christ and of the Church!
What is the solution for them? Repentance. Only then the Holy Father can receive them back into the Catholic Church. If they show no repentance and if they die in the state of impenitence, they will be eternally condemned!

Question: Is this punishment not cruel and merciless?

Answer: What is cruel and merciless is liquidation of the Church from within! And this liquidation is caused by heresies which destroy the essence of the Church – Mystical Body of Christ. Who serves this purpose most is the very apostatical hierarchy which is silent on heresies or even promotes them. This is time of emergency which calls for Christ’s witnesses and not cowards or collaborationists. Instead of fighting against heresies and defending the saving faith, the apostates at the Church posts bring in the spirit of antichrist! 
The apostate bishops refused to separate from heresies and so they themselves have drawn down the punishment upon themselves. We had just made a public appeal to them and now announce publicly before the whole Church that they have completed their apostasy from Christ and from the Catholic Church!
To the question what right we had to appeal to them to confess the faith and to renounce heresies we respond: The first Pope St. Peter was asked to confess the faith by an ordinary maidservant. Every priest and every believer has the right to ask his shepherd, to whom he submits his conscience, to confess the faith. He is justified in doing so on the ground of an emergency state or of serious doubts whether the shepherd is not a heretic or whether he does not consciously cover up heresies. 
In the second place after bishops, the responsibility for the spiritual formation of priests falls on their theology professors who are protected by the authority of the bishop. These too have been called by us to confess the faith and to separate from the contemporary heresies by 20 January 2010. If somebody preaches or protects heresies, in spite of the fact that he is obliged to preach and protect the orthodox doctrine, he thus proves that he is a heretic and that his obedience to the Holy Father is a mere deceit before the seminarians and before the faithful. 
Dear believers of Slovakia, dissemination of lies and all kinds of excommunications declared by apostates do not alter the fact that the above-named bishops are heretics and that they are excluded from the Church. Even the Holy Father cannot vindicate their apostasy or say that their apostasy is invalid. Even God Himself cannot absolve them from blame, though He is almighty. Why? Because He respects their free will. Unless they repent, they will remain under God’s curse! In the hour of death each of them shall render an account for their overt betrayal and for the offence given.
Therefore, dear believers, we hereby want to call You to start prayer-guards in each parish and to take turns in prayers uninterruptedly. This is for the sake of a spiritual awakening of Slovakia through genuine conversion, repentance and liberation from the spirit of pharisaism which is often tied up with a sin against the Holy Spirit. Today this spirit has settled mainly at the Church posts, and even in the souls of numbers of genuine priests and religious!
Without true repentance no one – neither You nor we nor priests or bishops – will be saved! (cf. Lk 13:3)
