The leadership of the Greek-Catholic Church propagates homosexuality
In February 2010, the website korrespondent.net carried the news that a gay pride would take place in Ivano-Frankivsk on 2nd April 2010 with an attendance of guests from abroad. Nobody would suppose that to make a breakthrough in Ukraine they will choose the most Catholic region – Ivano-Frankivsk. Nobody would suppose that the Catholic hierarchy, officially represented there by ex-Bishop Viytyshyn and ex-Bishop Mudryi, will take sides with homosexuals. 
On 28th March 2010, between 3 and 5pm, a protest demonstration took place in Ivano-Frankivsk with an attendance of about 500 people. The demonstrators demanded from the President and Government full protection against this moral infection by way of adoption of 4 laws on the protection of children and family. 

1) Law on the protection of children, youth and family against propagation of homosexuality

2) Law on prohibition against registered partnerships
3) Law on prohibition against persecution for so-called homophobia

4) Law on prohibition against adoption of children by homosexuals
If the ex-Bishops had issued a pastoral letter against the gay pride, the protest demonstration would certainly have had at least 20 000 participants from among the UGCC believers. The ex-Bishops, however, issued a “pastoral letter” which intimidated the believers by forbidding them to participate in the demonstration against homosexuality. The so-called pastoral letter was to be read out in all parishes of the Ivano-Frankivsk region on 14th and 21st March 2010. The aim of this letter thus was to support the breakthrough resulting in homosexual devastation of Ukraine. On TV channel “Halychyna”, ex-Bishop Mudryi appealed to the citizens of the Ivano-Frankivsk region four times not to participate in the demonstration for the protection of family against homosexuality. The journal “Nova Zorya” printed the “pastoral letter” of the two ex-Bishops on its front page. The Catholic radio “Dzvony” likewise served the effort to hinder the demonstration. Moreover, the apostatical hierarchy influenced the representatives of state power so as to make them discourage the initiators of the demonstration. On the day of the demonstration, the procession planned to march along the street near the cathedral. Unfortunately, the apostatical Church leadership sent a group of seminarists who were to stand in the way of the demonstrators and prevent them from marching across this public area. The police averted these efforts to provoke a conflict. 
We ask how this all is possible? The answer is that both these ex-Bishops had already excommunicated themselves from the Church by reason of unity with the heresies of ex-Card. Husar. They now occupy their offices unlawfully. Ex-Card. Husar overtly approves of homosexuality; he just feels sorry that homosexuals cannot bear children. This attitude of ex-Head of the UGCC is known to all priests and they are bound by obedience to respect it more than God’s laws. But this is a betrayal of Christ and of His Church. To the hypocritical statement that the demonstration for the protection of family is a provocation on the part of the UOGCC we respond: Why did the apostatical leadership of the UGCC not organize a similar demonstration at another date? Because the UGCC took sides with ex-Card. Husar and his line which supports homosexuality.
