Unity with Rome

Your Eminence,

we are sending You, as a competent person charged with responsibility for the purity of faith and morals, these topical ideas:

In the work L. A. Tautu Acta Romanorum Pontificium a S. Clemente I (an. c. 90) ad Coelestinum III (1158), Fontes, Series III, vol. I, Vatican 1943 are collected the documents of the Popes which cover the period of the first millennium. This work contains 4335 papal documents out of which only 300 concern patriarchs of the Eastern Churches. The documents are clear evidence of canonical autonomy of Eastern patriarchates. 
1) The Eastern Churches chose their patriarchs and bishops freely (without interference of Rome).
2) They themselves took decisions about liturgy and canonical legislation. 

3) They themselves took decisions in the field of discipline of the clergy and laity (this included a right to excommunicate heretics). In 1996 under the guise of papacy the heretic L. Husar was lawlessly installed as Head of our UGCC. In accordance with justice, Rome is now obliged to depose this heretic as well as the whole heretical structure which he has built up in our Church, and to appoint an orthodox Catholic successor. 
In the first millennium there was a unity of Eastern and Western Church. Nowadays the so-called unity, or rather uniformity and globalization, is being pursued especially by the Latin prelates who are in interior apostasy, have the spirit of the world and aim to disintegrate through heresies even the Orthodox Church and thus to practically paralyze almost whole Christianity. Our UGCC, with the current spirit of heresy represented by Card. L. Husar and his apostatical Synod, is to serve this plan of internal disintegration.
The Orthodox Church rejects neomodernism as well as the false spirit of Nostra aetate which in its consequences destroys the essence of the faith, too. It likewise rejects the gesture of John Paul II in Assisi (years 1986 and 2002) connected with it. 
An Orthodox Christian is asking sincerely: What is the good of the papacy for us? The papacy is to protect the saving faith and to fight against heresies. If it does not do so, it causes harm to the Orthodox Church but to the Catholics themselves as well. Nowadays disunity between the Orthodox Church and the Pope is a protection against the plague epidemic which the Western Church is not only silent on but even hammers it in every student of theology. It is a great paradox that in the present time the Orthodox Church without Peter is more orthodox (sound) than the Western Church with Peter. What is the solution? Repentance. Instead of the heretical thinking of HCT and false regard for paganism to receive the faith in the Gospel (cf. Mk 1:15).
