I. A criminal assault in the village of Zavodske
On Thursday 17th December 2008 there was a criminal assault on the parish house in the village of Zavodske of the Busk district, plotted under the leadership of the Sokal-Zhovkva eparchy. The village falls within the administration of the orthodox bishop of the new UGCC Synod, Bishop Teodozij Vasyl Ivashkiv OSBM. In the morning the deans of the Olesk, Brody, Busk and Pidkamin deaneries arrived here accompanied by a representative of the eparchy and by some priests with the purpose of brutally and counter to all canon and state laws throwing Bishop Teodozij Ivashkiv out of the parish house.
They took advantage of the situation, as Bishop Teodozij was not yet at home, and this “special unit” with drills and axes in their hands, sheltering themselves behind stray, manipulated, non-practising parishioners, forced the door open and barbarously broke into the parish house. Inside they found an old woman – an 80-year-old religious sister who helps in the parish. She tried to thwart their housebreaking and not to let them in. In that moment these “shepherds”, like rabid wolves, violently tossed her aside towards the window which got broken and hurt her. When another woman from the parish rushed to help her, they tripped her up, stepped over her and entered the house. When Bishop Teodozij returned, the house had already been blocked in such way that he could not even take his personal belongings from inside. The police who arrived at the place just tried to make sure that there was no fight between the two sides. 
After I myself came to the place to morally support Bishop Teodozij, I started speaking with some priests from Brody who, as it seemed to me, were most active in this “action”. The first thing which shocked me was that they were... drunk.
This shameless raid was a revenge of the eparchy upon the lawful parish community of the UGCC. For not long ago the eparchy had attempted to confiscate the parish house of the parish community through the district court. However, the eparchy lost the case. (note: In Ukraine the parish houses are the property of the parish community; they are not the Church property.) The parish house remained in the hands of the parish community who had built it at their own expenses and have the right to accommodate there whom they want and not whom the eparchy wants, headed by the heretical apostate bishop M. Koltun.
Now that the eparchy has splitted the parish community by their violent breaking in the parish house, the affair has been transferred to the court by reason of defence of Bishop Teodozij as well as of those parishioners who uphold the orthodox attitude of the new Synod of the UGCC and who are in the majority in the parish. 
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II. The feast of St. Nicolas in the village of Zavodske

After the deans of the Olesk, Brody, Busk and Pidkamin deaneries along with some priests partial to them broke into the vicarage of the orthodox Bishop Teodozij Ivashkiv OSBM, they locked themselves in the house by barring the front door from inside with the intention not to let Bishop Teodozij in his lawful domicile any more and to throw out all his belongings. Thus they wanted to seize the parish house as well as the whole parish. However, the parishioners, who are the owners of the parish house and defend Bishop Teodozij, did not allow them to do so. They blocked the front door from outside, thereby locking the unwelcome guests on the latch. Then the parishioners left. 
The police who were present there kept a watch on the order lest it should come to blows. Nevertheless, it did not pass without an incident. It happened in the night. The parishioners who spent all night with Bishop Teodozij beside the summer kitchen (a small house on the yard) saw that one of the guardians of law and order approached the “robbers’ camp” and wanted to bring into line those individuals who went up to the door slightly drunk. He reacted to their incorrect behaviour. In that moment one of the civilians, who sided with the “locked” priests, pounced on the policeman and a fight began between them and the police. One of the policemen sustained grievous bodily harm – collarbone fracture. When the adversaries of Bishop Teodozij saw that their malice was made manifest in such a way, they made a dash for their houses and left the locked priests in the parish house on their own. 
When on the other day Bishop Teodozij along with the parishioners unblocked the entrance under the supervision of the police and entered the house, they were very surprised to find there none of the deans and priests – conspirators – who the day before picked the locks of the house with their own hands and locked themselves inside. In the house they just found three young seminarians, photographed them and let them go. It emerged that the “shepherds”, who first “entered” by the door, during the night “left” through the windows and let in, likewise through the windows, innocent seminarians in their place. Bishop Teodozij and the parishioners found the parish house in a mess left by the deans: broken windows, chaos... leftovers and alcohol.
That day was the feast of St. Nicolas. After all those events Bishop Teodozij and Bishop Markian from the orthodox Synod of the UGCC celebrated the Divine Liturgy with no more obstructions. They wished the parishioners, and especially the children, a happy feast of St. Nicolas and expressed thanks for their faithfulness to the truth and to the true Christ’s faith as well as to our UGCC.

III. New discords in the village of Zavodske
On Sunday 21st December 2008 the representatives of the minority and fallen-away group of parishioners came to the parish house in Zavodske and asked Bishop Teodozij to allow them to celebrate their own liturgy in the church. Bishop Teodozij saw their stubbornness, but even after that all which they had done he made a step of mercy and permitted them what they asked for. Still, for safety reasons he sent one woman from the parish and two young boys along with these people. What disappointment it was to him when he was informed that in the proximity of the church these fallers-away from Christ had beaten up one of the boys so much that they caused him to bleed. Just shouting of the parishioner and of the boys stopped the ruffians.
